Chairman Krause called the meeting to order at 6:00pm.

Roll Call. Present: Aldermen Krohn, O Neill, Hartz, Marsala, and Krause. Also Present: Administrator Jordan,
Comptroller Pollitt, and City Clerk Reale.

Marsala/Krohn motion to approve Finance, License and Regulation Committee minutes of April 25, 2011 as
~distributed. Unanimously carried.

Comments from the public as allowed by Wis. Stats. §19.84(2), limited to items on this agenda except for public
hearing items. Comments will be limited to 5 minutes.

Richard Peterson, 308 Walnut Street, Burlington, addressed the Committee on the subject of the skateboard park
design agreement. He stated that he had looked at the current park, noting that it was in serious need of repairs in
order to be usable for children and young adults. He was concerned about potential safety issues that might confront
the City if the skate park continued to operate in its present condition. Mr. Peterson also stated that he was not in
favor of the City incurring such a significant expense to design a new skateboard park.

Bill Huntress, 1015 Pleasant Street, also spoke on the topic of the skateboard park. He reiterated several of the
concerns he had previously raised during the May 2, 2011 Committee of the Whole meeting regarding the condition
of the current park and the possible safety and Liability issues. He further questioned the fact that the City had
$500,000.00 available for a redesigned park at the same time it was planaing to borrow $1 million to fund street
repairs. He stressed that the Council members should be responsive to the wishes of the citizens they were elected to
represent rather than to the lobbyists seeking to spend the City’s money.

“‘Ryan Harris, N2655 Woodlane Road, addressed the Committee to discuss the Lake Geneva skateboard park and his
experiences with skate parks around the Midwest. He spoke in favor of the proposed new park, noting that it was
important to have a usable facility so skateboarders would be kept off of the streets and other public areas.

RESOLUTIONS

Resolution 11-R38, amending the budget te transfer $14,695.00 from the Contingency Account to the Capital
Projects Fund for the purchase of a Police Department repeater

Chief Rasmussen had distributed copies of three bids for the repeater prior to the meeting. Chairman Krause reported
that the main repeater was down and the department was presently using loaned equipment, It was being proposed to
authorize the purchase of a new repeater through General Communications for the amount of $10,209.00, which was
the most favorable price from among the quotes,

Hartz/O’Neill motion to suspend the rules to permit Chief Rasmussen to address the Committee. Unanimously
carried. Chief Rasmussen stated that the main repeater had gone down approximately one month earlier and was no
longer able to be repaired. He noted that this item had been included in the capital request submitted by the
department, as it had been for several successive years. He told the Committee that the Harris model repeater offered
by General Communications was comparable to the department’s current equipment.

Marsala/Hartz motion to forward to Council with recommendation for approval of Resolution 11-R38 in the amount
of $10,209.00, contingent upon approval of the purchase of the repeater. Unanimously catried.

ORDINANCES

First Reading of Ordinance 11-15, amending Chapter 74, Traffic and Vehicles, of the Lake Geneva Municipal
Code regarding parking meters and parking stickers
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City Clerk Reale explained that Ordinance 11-15 addressed a discrepancy between the language of the code and the
parking enforcement practices utilized by City personnel. As written, Chapter 74 specified that parking stickers
entitled vehicles to two hours of free parking at any stall. The proposed ordinance would clarify that parking stickers
were not applicable at the specialty twelve-minute and thirty-minute meters, and that all vehicle operators parking in
such stalls would be responsible for depositing coin and subject to the time limits.

First Reading of Ovdinance 11-16, amending Chapter 2, Administration, of the Lake Geneva Municipal Code
regarding the Parking Commission

Chairman Krause stated that Mayor Connors had proposed the subject ordinance, which would clarify the
membership of the Commission and require the body to meet on a quarterly, rather than semi-annual, basis.
Ordinance 11-16 specified that the Parking Commission would be comprised of five voting members and one non-
voting member. The voting members would include one alderman and four citizens appointed by the Mayor, with the
director of the Geneva Lake Area Chamber of Commerce serving as the permanent non-voting member of the
Commission. -

Hartz/Krohn motion to forward to Council with recommendation for approval of Street Use Permit application filed
by Geneva Area Foundation/Horticultural Hall, for Farmers Market on Thursdays from 7:00am to 1:30pm, May 5,
2011 through October 27, 2011, including waiver of application fee. Alderman Marsala stated that he was
uncomfortable approving the fee waiver because, although the applicant was a non-profit organization, there would be
several vendors on site who would be making money on the event. He further noted that the issue of bagging parking
meters needed to be investigated as well.

Marsala/Krohn motion to suspend the rules to permit applicant Charlene Klein, President of the Geneva Area
Foundation, to address the Committee. Unanimously carried. With respect to the parking issue, Ms. Klein estimated
that the event would involve the bagging of six to eight meters, adding that the organizers were simply trying to
provide the community with ease of access to the market. She further stated that the vendors have certain
requirements that must be met in order to participate in the farmers market, though she acknowledged that there
would be a handful of vendors inside selling craft items. Alderman Hartz noted that the parking areas used by market
vendors were primarily used when the meters were not being enforced, as most of the unloading of wares occurred
around the 4:00am hour. Alderman O’Neill noted that the majority of customers were only on site for a short time
period during the farmers market, and he was therefore skeptical that the City would make si guificantly more money
if the meters were enforced. He also remarked on the fact that the farmers market had actually begun during the prior
week. City Clerk Reale stated that the approved street use application had been received too late to include the item
on the agenda for the previous meeting. With respect to the parking meter issue, Chairman Krause stressed that City
personnel should be responsible for bagging any meters. Upon the agreement of the maker of the motion and the
seconder, this provision was included in the main motion.
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Motion carried by vote of 4 to 1, with Alderman Marsala opposed.

REGULAR CITY COUNCIL MEETING
MoNDAY, MAY 9,2011-7:00 PM
CouncIL CHAMBERS, CITY HALL

Mayor Connors called the meeting to order at 7:17pm.
The Pledge of Allegiance was led by Alderman Kehoe.

Roll Call. Present: Aldermen Kehoe, Kupsik, Krohn, O Neill, Krause, Hartz, Mott, and Marsala. Also present:
Administrator Jordan, City Attorney Draper, Comptroller Pollitt, and City Clerk Reale.

Awards, Presentations, apd Proclamations.
Mayor Connors read a proclamation designating April as “Arbor Day Month” in the City of Lake Geneva and further
encouraging all citizens to support efforts to protect and promote the growth of trees and woodland areas.

Mayor Connors read an announcement from the Lake Geneva Utility Commission regarding testing of water main
valves and flushing of fire hydrants beginning May 9, 2011 and contimuing throughout the month.

Re-consider business from previous meeting. None.

Comments from the public as allowed by Wis, Stats. §19.84(2), hmlted to ifems on this agenda, except for public
hearing items. Comments will be limited to 5 minutes.

Bill Huntress, 1015 Pleasant Street, spoke on the subject of the skateboard park deszgn services agreement. He stated
that there was no question that skateboarding was a hobby, much like many of the hobbies in which others choose to
engage. He added, however, that the vast majority of people do not want to pay to support the hobbies of others,

- which was why people who engage in these types of activities typically pay to do so. Mr. Huntress stated that the
skate park had long been neglected by the City and was certainly in need of repairs. He suggested that the simplest
solution would be to form a committee including skateboarders, who could make recommendations about alterations
that could be made to improve the existing park at significantly less cost to the City. He urged the Council to fix what
the City already has in place rather than spending $350,000.00 to design and construction a new park.

Richard Peterson, 308 Walnut Street, Burlington, addressed the Council with respect to the skateboard park. He first
congratulated the Mayor and new members of the Council, adding that he hoped they would restore diplomacy and
civility to City government where it had previously been lacking. He noted that the vast majority of citizens were not
in favor of the new park, estimating that if the question were put to referendum, it would fail by a significant margin.
He further opined that since the problems at the park had been the result of a water main break, perhaps the Utility
Commission should cover the expense for the repairs. Mr. Peterson suggested that the City should fix what it aiready
has i place and fix it correctly, discussing the need to install a catch basin or tile to alleviate the standing water issues.
He noted surface problems with the equipment that could potentially result in injuries to even the more experienced
skaters. He stated that the City could institute some sort of fee for non-resident users of the park, while allowing
resident users free access. He also urged the Council to get input from the children and young adults who use the
skateboard park, as those skateboarders would be more knowledgeable about what needed to be done to improve the
facility.

Charlene Klein, 817 Wisconsin Street, Board President of the Geneva Area Foundation, thanked the Finance, License
and Regulation Committee for approving the street use permit application and fee waiver for the seasonal farmers
market at Horticultural Hall. She noted that the market had been held every year in some manner since the inception
of Horticultural Hall in 1911. She invited all members of the community to share in the foundation’s efforts to
preserve Horticultural Hall, which would be celebrating its centennial this summer.

John Swanson, 1580 Orchard Lane, addressed the Council regarding the annual renewal of liquor licenses. He asked if
all license applicants in arrears had been notified of their outstanding delinquencies, as he was concerned about the
prospect of those applicants coming back to the City to claim that they had no knowledge of these issues. Mr,
Swanson also spoke on the topic of the skateboard park, noting that the young people in attendance at the meeting had
been actively involved in the meetings and planning process for the new skateboard park for several months,

Victor Rodriguez, 1217 8. Lake Shore Drive, Genoa City, stated that he was a frequent user of the current skate park,
and suggested that the Council should consider the possibility that a new and improved park arca could serve as an
additional revenue generator for the City by bringing in skateboarders and other individuals from outside of Lake
Geneva.

Nario Randa, 934 Clover Street, told the Council that he had been going to the City’s skate park for seven years, and
noted that there were few facilities he had seen in the community that got as much use as the park. He stated that the
new park would draw people from other communities who would spend money in the City.

Doug Skates, 1133 Bonnie Brae Lane, President of the Board of Park Commissioners, stated that he had been looking
forward to this project for nearly three vears as a member of the Board. He thanked the children and young adults who
were in attendance at the meeting to demonstrate their support for the project. He also thanked the other public
speakers who had addressed the subject, acknowledging that some good points had been raised by those who opposed
the project. He stated that it was important for a project of this magnitude to have constructive criticism to ensure that
due diligence is done; however, he still felt that the pros of moving forward with the new design outweighed the cons.
Mr. Skates noted that he had long been a proponent of improving the park and making it more open and accessible to
users of all ages. He also discussed the drawbacks of spending on repairs versus redesign, adding that the Board of
Park Commissioners had employed a lengthy process of review to determine the most responsible use for the
taxpayers’ dolars with respect to the park. He asked the Council to move the process forward and give approval to
beginning the design phase, as recommended by the Board.

Ryan Harris, N2655 Woodlane Road, discussed the purpose of the skate park, which was designed to keep
skateboarders off of the streets and other public spaces. Despite the condition of the existing skate park, he felt that it
continued to be successful in meeting that purpose. With respect to repairing the existing park, he suggested that
spending less money to make repairs now would only mean that additional repairs would need to be revisited in a few
years. As such, he felt it might be more prudent to address all of the issues at one time.

Richard Skipper, applicant, stated that he and his brother have been driving taxis in the area for over six years, and
have applied to operate their own service because they felt there was a need for additional transportation services in the
City.

John Swanson, 1580 Orchard Lane, rose to inquire if there were any limits on the number of taxi companies that could
be authorized to operate in the City. He also remarked that he agreed there was a need for additional taxi services in
Lake Geneva.

Mott/Marsala motion to close the public hearing. Unanimously carried.

Krause/Kehoe motion to suspend the rules to consider Item 12 (C)-1 as the next item of business. Unanimously
carried.
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Original Taxi Company License application filed by Skippers Cab, W1044 Evergreen Road, Pell Lake, WL,
Richard and Ronald Skipper, owners

Krause/Marsala motion to approve the application, contingent upon the taxi vehicles described in the application being
purchased and passing inspection. Alderman Mott expressed concern about approving an application without having
seen the proposed taxi vehicles to make a determination as to whether the appearance of the taxis would be
representative of the character of the City. He inquired as to what types of criteria that Chief Rasmussen used in
approving taxi license applications.

Mott/K.choe motion to suspend the rules to permit Chief Rasmussen to address the Council. Unanimously carried.
Chief Rasmussen stated that the Police Department was primarily concerned with ensuring that adequate vehicle safety
features are in place, adding that his review does not address items such as vehicle paint coloring or how the vehicles
might représent the City. Alderman Krohn asked if the licensee was required to be insured. Tt was confirmed that taxi
company licensees were required to provide proof of liability insurance coverage for all vehicles operated.
Unanimously carried.

Presentation and Review of Annual Audit by Arthur Tillman, Deignan and Associates

Arthur Tillman, Deignan and Associates, presented the 2010 annual audit report to the Council, including a synopsis of
the information represented therein. Among the highlights discussed by Mr. Tillman was the fact that the
undesignated fund balance in the General Fund was at approximately $2.1 million. He noted that, as a rule of thumb,
the undesignated fund balance should represent roughly three months’ worth of expenditures and added that the City
was right around that target area. This had been a concern in previous years. He also pointed out that the City had
uninsured deposits at year end, primarily due to money coming in from tax revenues and the FDIC limits in place on
the amount of funds that can be held in any one financial institution at a given time for insurance purposes. This
amount fluctuates and is largely dependent upon how tax collection goes each vear. Mr. Tillman further discussed the
margin of indebtedness, noting that the City had a borrowing capacity of $59 million. Given the fact that other cities
were pressing up against their borrowing limits, he noted that Lake Geneva’s margin of indebtedness was a credit to
the City’s financial practices. -

Following the presentation, Mr. Tillman addressed questions from the Council. Alderman Hartz asked which funds
had been audited by Deignan. Mr. Tillman responded that his firm had conducted the audit of all funds except for the
cemetery, BII} District, and Utility Commission, which were handled by other firms. As a follow-up, Alderman Hartz
inquired if that sort of arrangement was typical in other municipalities. Mr. Tillroan stated that it generally depended
on the size of the municipality, as larger cities tended to be more fractured in that respect. However, for a community
the size of Lake Geneva, it would be typical for all funds to be audited by a single firm. Alderman O’ Neill posed
inquiries regarding the transfers from Parking and Lakefront, as he noted there appeared to be a discrepancy between
the transfer amounts authorized by the Council and the actual amounts reflected in the report. Comptroller Pollitt
responded that the transfers authorized by Council left $75,000.00 in each of those special revenue funds; however, an
additional $21,000.00 was left in Lakefront as part of an ongoing replacement fund that had been previously set up by
the Council to address future west pier improvements. Mayor Connors mentioned that the report showed the fund
balance in TIF 4 at approximately $5.85 million, which did not reflect monies to be paid in this year. That calculation
was roughly $1.987 million. Alderman Krause asked Mr. Tillman to provide a grade for the City’s finances. Mr.
Tillman responded that he would grade the City as an A-minus or B-plus, adding that Lake Geneva was in good fiscal
health and continued to improve each year. He also stated that the audit recommendations were in the process of being
finalized and should be available later during the week. Mayor Connors noted that this was the earliest that the audit
had been completed in recent memory, and credited Comptroller Pollitt and Mr. Tillman for their efforts in achieving
that. Alderman Krause noted that the final audit would be presented for Council approval at the next regular meeting,
asking that any questions from the aldermen with respect to the audit report should be directed to the Comptroller in
the interim.

First Reading of Ordinance 11-15, amending Chapter 74, Traffic and Vehicles, of the Lake Geneva Municipal
Code regarding parking meters and parking stickers

City Clerk Reale explained that Ordinance 11-15 addressed a discrepancy between the language of the code and the
parking enforcement practices utilized by City personnel. As written, Chapter 74 specified that parking stickers
entitled vehicles to two hours of free parking at any stall. The proposed ordinance would clarify that parking stickers
werc not applicable at the specialty twelve-minute and thirty-minute meters, and that all vehicle operators parking in
such stalls would be responsible for depositing coin and subject to the time limits.

First Reading of Ordinance 11-16, amending Chapter 2, Administration, of the Lake Geneva Municipal Code
regarding the Parking Commission

Mayor Connors stated that he had proposed the subject ordinance, which would clarify the membership of the
Commission and require the body to meet on a quarterly, rather than semi-annual, basis. Among the changes
explained by Mayor Connors, Ordinance 11-16 specified that the Parking Commission would be comprised of five
voting members and one non-voting member. The voting members would include one alderman and four citizens
appointed by the Mayor, with the director of the Geneva Lake Area Chamber of Commerce serving as the permanent
non-voting member of the Commission. Alderman Mott suggested that the meeting requirement should be further
changed to specify that the Commission meet on a bimonthly basis. Mayor Connors responded that the Commission
would have the discretion to meet as often as needed; however, he did not necessarily want to hamstring the
Commission to meeting on'a more frequent basis if there was no business pending before it.

Administrator Jordan stated that this issue had been discussed
with the City’s insurance carrier and the determination had been made that the Council could not delegate its
responsibility to take final action on claims made against the City. Alderman Hartz objected to the fact that the
Council was uitimately held responsible for sewer-related problems, when the City neither managed the sewer system
nor did it receive revenues from the management of that system. He requested that the Utility Commission either
accept responsibility or provide no-fault insurance coverage for such situations. Alderman Marsala noted that the
utilities were covered under the City’s insurance policy; therefore, the responsibility would ultimately be vested in the
Council to make decisions on these claims. Alderman O’Neill commented on the fact that the City had seen a number
of these claims in recent months. Administrator Jordan responded that these had been isolated incidents and many
were probably attributable to negligence on the part of other property owners or residents. Motion carried by vote of 6
to 2, with Aldermen O’Neill and Hartz opposed.
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Discussion/Action on agreement for skateboard park design and engineering services (forwarded by Board of
Park Commissioners 5/4/11)

Kupsik/Hartz motion to approve agreement with ASD/Who Skates for an amount not to exceed $30,000.00, subject to
review and approval of the contract terms by the City Attorney. Alderman Hartz noted that the City now had an
opportunity to design a park that would be easier to manage and more maintenance-free, and possibly look at locations
within the Dunn Field area that might be more suitable to an open and accessible skaieboard park. Administrator
Jordan noted that the process of developing a skate park had been several years in the making, adding that it had been
identified as part of the improvement projects for which funds had been earmarked in TIF 4. He also stated that parks
and recreation activities are important assets for any community because they are open to people of all ages, races, and
socioeconomic status. As part of a community, he felt that it was imperative to do everything possible to provide
outlets for children and families. Alderman O’Neill agreed that the skate park was utilized by the community;
however, he expressed a preference for making repairs to the current park. He noted that voting to spend up to
$30,000.00 for the design phase would virtually serve as a de facto commitment to constructing the new skateboard
park. Alderman Krohn echoed the concerns about making the appropriate repairs to the current park and added that,
while some work had been done, it was still not safe for the skateboarders to be using the equipment.

Alderman Kehoe stated that she was in favor of moving ahead with the design phase for the new park. Alderman
Marsala remarked that this was a very difficult decision for him, as it likely was for most of his colleagues. Although
he would have liked to move forward with the project, he stated that he simply could not justify incurring such a
major, unnecessary expenditure in the current economic climate. He noted that this was largely the same reasoning he
had used in opposing the inclusion of the new aerial fire truck in the capital borrowing plan. Alderman Marsala
suggested that the $30,000.00 being proposed for the design of a new park should instead be put toward making repairs
to the current facility. Alderman O’Neill added that the City needed to define what exactly it wanted for the park
before proceeding with an expensive design phase. Alderman Marsala urged his fellow aldermen to be mindful of the
fact that the majority of citizens were not in favor of pursuing large expenditures such as the project in question.
Alderman Krohn reminded the Council that even a new park would never be completely maintenance-free, so there
would still be costs associated with supervision and upkeep of the facility. Alderman Hartz noted that this project had
been identified by the original TIF committee and funding had been earmarked to complete the improvement. As
such, he felt it would be disingenuous of the Council to deny going forward with the project at this point.

Hartz/Krause motion to suspend the rules to permit Doug Skates to address the Council. Unanimousiy carried. Mr.
Skates reiterated that the Board of Park Commissioners had engaged in a lengthy, thoughtful process in determining
the most appropriate way in which to proceed with the skate park. He noted that, as a TIF project, funds were coming
from the entire district. In essence, this would mean that the City would be investing only 25 cents on every dollar
spent for the design and construction of the new park. Since repairs to the current park could not be funded through
the TIF, he suggested that the City had a choice between spending $30,000.00 to repair the current park or what
basically amounted to $80,000.00 for a brand new park. He also stated that the Board of Park Commissioners had
been discussing the issue of supervision as well, since that he been one of the concerns raised.

City Attorney Draper stated that he would need some direction from the Council with respect to what needed to be
included in the agreement. Among the items that needed to be addressed were: design completion date; Hability
insurance requirements; whether limitations should be placed on contractor liability; what would constitute a breach of
agreement; and what would happen in the event of a breach.

Following discussion, Alderman Kupsik withdrew the motion and Alderman Hartz withdrew his second.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 74, TRAFFIC AND VEHICLES,

OF THE LAKE GENEVA MUNICIPAL CODE

REGARDING PARKING METERS AND PARKING STICKERS

The Common Council of the City of Lake Geneva, Wisconsin, does hereby ordain as follows:

1. That Section 74-221 of Chapter 74 (Traffic and Vehicles) of the Lake Geneva

Municipal Code is amended as follows:

a.

Subsection (b)(2) shall be amended to hereafter state as follows:
Thirty-minute parking meter zones.

The third and fourth meters east of Cook Street on the north side of Main

Street

The first and second meters north of Main Street on the east side of Center

Street

The first meter east of Center Street south side on Main Street

Subsection (b)(5)(f) shall be amended to hereafter state as follows:

&y

Authorized parking stickers. Parking sticker fees may be modified by the
Common Council from time to time. Parking stickers are nontransferable
and may become invalid if the holder loses his or her resident status by

moving out of the City of Lake Geneva or Walworth County. The free

parking provisions of parking stickers issued by the City shall not be
applicable at any stall located in a twelve-minute or thirty-minute parking

meter zone, Any person parking a vehicle in a stall designated by a

twelve-minute or thirty-minute meter shall be responsible for depositing

coin in such meter and shall be subject to the time limits, notwithstanding

any Citv parking sticker that mav be authorized to such vehicle.




Business in the City of Lake Geneva

Any business owner holding a valid business license to operate in the city

limits of Lake Geneva may purchase for a two-year period, a city two-

hour parking sticker which will allow parking at any stall where applicable

for two hours without depositing coin. The fee for the purchase of this
sticker shall be in an amount as established by resolution of the Common

Couneil.

Nonresident Property Owner

Any person who owns a residential property second home in the City of
Lake Geneva with a vehicle registered to that person shall be eligible for
this type of parking sticker. This sticker allows parking for two hours at

any stall where applicable without depositing money in the meter. This

sticker is free and renews every even-numbered year.

Parking lot pass

A parking lot pass is valid only at the Cook Street parking lot and the
lower Center Street parking lot from 9 am. until 7 p.m., seven days a
week. Parking is available on a first~-come-first-served basis, and the
permit holder may be forced to park in a stall elsewhere and deposit the
required coins if there are no stalls in the lots available. Parking
availability is not guaranteed. The fee for the permit shall be in an amount
as established by resolution of the Common Council. Only 40 permits are

issued annually.

Resident

Any person who is a resident er-nenresident-properiy-owaer homeowner

or resident tenant eligible to vote in the City of Lake Geneva with a

vehicle registered to that person at his/her City address shall be eligible for
this type of parking sticker. This sticker allows parking for two hours at

any stall where applicable without depositing money in the meter. This

sticker is free and renews every even-numbered year.




Seniors
Any person who is at least 62 years old and a resident or nonresident
property owner shall be eligible for this type of parking sticker. This

sticker is free and allows the recipient to park at a meter where applicable

for the full Iength of the meter without depositing coin. This sticker shall

renew every odd numbered year,

Walworth County

Any resident of Walworth County with a vehicle registered to that person
at his’her Walworth County address may purchase for-thesum-o£4$50-for-a
fwo-year-perted, a residential two-hour parking sticker which will allow

parking at any stall where applicable for two hours without depositing

coin. The fee for the purchase of this sticker shall be in an amount as

established bv resolution of the Common Council.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 2, ADMINISTRATION,
OF THE LAKE GENEVA MUNICIPAL CODE REGARDING

The Commission shall determine what officers it requires to run effectively. The

Commission shall elect all its won officers from amongst its members.

Appointment.
The members shall be appointed to-the Parking-Commission by the Mayor and confirmed

by the Common Council.

Term.
The voting members shall serve two-year terms. The voting members’ terms shall be
staggered so as to have two members’ terms expire one year and two members’ terms

expire the following year. The alderman’s term shall be subject to reappointment yearly.

The term shall commence Mav 1 of each vear.




Vacancy.
Any vacancy shall be filled through the appointment procedures described above for the

remainder of the term.

Salary.

Members of the Parking Commission shall serve without compensation.

Quorvm.
A majority of the voting membership of the Commission shall constitute a quorum for the

-transaction of business.

Commission powers and daties.

The Parking Commission shall have the duties and powers set forth below:

()

Meetings.  The Parking Commission shall meet at least guarterly semiannualby. The
Commuission may meet as necessary, or as called by the Chairman or as called by a
majority of the committee. The City Clerk shall create and post all agendas for this
committee. All meetings shall be at City Hall.

(2)

Submittal of minutes. The acting secretary shall submit in a timelv fashion a copy of

their meeting minutes to the City Clerk for posting and distribution. If action by the

Common Councll is desired. such action shall be so noted in the minutes.
(3)

Duties and powers. The Parking Commission shall manage all acquisition and

maintenance of land for public parking. The Parking Commission shall set up and
maintain a system of operation for the municipal parking system.
The Commission shall, with the approval of the Council, purchase, acquire, or
lease land in order to operate a municipal parking system,
The Commission shall construct, extend, add to, improve, conduct, and operate

the municipal parking system for the parking of vehicles. The Commission may



exercise the preceding duties in a manner they see fit. However, the Commission
shall, in exercising its power of operation of the municipal parking system, limit
itself through the exceptions below.
The municipal parking system shall include parking lots and other parking
facilities upon the public streets or grounds of the City.
For the purpose of providing off-street parking, the Parking Commission shall
purchase options on parcels of land without Council approval, provided the price
of such option shall not exceed $50.

Exceptions to Parking Commission powers., The Parking Commission shall not set
parking rates and penalties.
Members of the Parking Commission may, individually and as citizens, speak to
any parking matter on the agenda before the Common Council. The Parking
Commission as an entity shall not have the power or duty to address the issue of
ﬁneé, fees, rates, or enforcement before the Common Council.
The Common Council shall set parking rates, penalties, and fines.
The City Administrator shall enforce parking regulations,
The Parking Commission shall not enforce parking regulations.
The Parking Commission shall not have any authority over the Parking

Department.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 70, TAXATION,
OF THE LAKE GENEVA MUNICIPAL CODE

The Common Council of the City of Lake Geneva, Wisconsin, does hereby ordain as follows:

That Section 70-32, of Chapter 70 of the Lake Geneva Municipal Code is
amended as follows:

Sec. 70-32.  Tax payments,

The real estate and personal property taxes assessed in the City shall be paid to the City
Treasurer as follows:

The first installment of real estate taxes which shall be not less than 50% of the
total real estate taxes (including special assessments) shall become due and
payable on January 1 each year and may be paid without interest thereon through
January 31. Any such real estate tax, no portion of which has been paid on or
prior to January 31, shall thercafter bear interest at the rate of 1% 1% % per
month, or a fraction thereof, from January 1 preceding. The City Treasurer shall
report the unpaid balance of such real estate taxes to the County Treasurer at the
time of settlement as—delinguent. The second and final installment is due and
payable July 31.

Personal property taxes shall become due and payable in their entirety on January
1 of each year and may be paid to and including January 31 without interest.
Thereafter, all unpaid personal property taxes shall bear interest at the rate of 4%
1¥2 % per month, or a fraction thereof, from January February 1 preceding.

All real estate taxes, including special assessments, remaining unpaid at the time
settlement is made with the County Treasurer, shall be paid thereafier at the office

- of the County Treasurer in Elkhorn, Wisconsin.

That this ordinance shall take effect upon passage and publication, as provided by
law.

Agenda Item No. 1- Referred from Council-Banguet Chair Final Color Selection — Riviera
Ballroom.

Superintendent Carstensen provided the Committee with the interior decorators” recommendation for
chair color. It was mentioned that the selection was made against the new draperies recently installed
in the ballroom. “Lark”™ was the recommended Shelby Williams color with the darker frame color. It
was moved by Hartz and seconded by Marsala io proceed with the color “Lark” in the dardker frame

color. The motion, which it was noted that the purchase was already approved by Council, was
approved 5-0.

Agenda Item No. 2— Continued Discussion-Roof Work at the Riviera.

DFW Winkier reported back that the low bid pricing for two copper valley repairs would be the same
rate for all four valleys. Afier considering its options, it was moved by Hartz and seconded by Marsala
to bid all four valley repairs at one time as a public contract. The project is to be funded under TIF and
the desire was to get it done soon. Under discussion of the motion, Mayor Connors noted we should
set the copper mil thickness and perhaps send a notice of the bidding to the National Contractor
Roofer’s Association to get more interest, The motion passed 5-0.

Agenda Item Neo. 3- Continwed Discussion-Maple Park Sidewalk, Parking, Tennis Court &
Chain Link Fence Project.

Chair Mott asked the committee how they wished to consider the work, a piece at a time or
collectively. The consensus was a piece at a time. The first item was discussion of new sidewalk
along the north side of Geneva Street from Cools to Madison Streets and along the east side of Madison
Street from Geneva to Wisconsin Street. It was discussed that the sidewalk on both stretches was
important for general pedestrian safety and that the sehools was not in favor of the sidewalk on
Madison Street. After further discussion it was moved by Kehoe and seconded by Mott to proceed
with bidding the sidewalk work on both streets. The motion passed 5-0.

The second item was the fencing. It was explained that the replacement fencing would be installed
along Madison Street 7° to 8 east of its present location and along Geneva Street as necessary to get
the mature tree cut from inside the ball diamond. The schools were not in favor of making these
adjustments to the fencing locations. There was also discussion regarding the color and black was the
consensus for the fabric and poles. It was moved by Hartz and seconded by Marsala to bid out fencing

as discussed in galvanized with an alternate price for black vinyl fabric and for finials on the posts.
The motion passed 5-0.




The third item was parking. The Mayor and DPW Winider explained the discussion with Mr. Fleming
of the BID to pave the remaining area along old Wisconsin Street in front of Denison School next {o
the basketball courts to gain about 9 more diagonal spaces. Mayor Connors explained the spaces were
for the weekend visitors, not teachers to park. There was some discussion regarding the re-orientation
of the basketball courts to possibly obtain even more spaces. It was moved by Hartz and seconded by
Marsala to obtain a bid guote to install the additional asphalt. DPW Winkler said that Payne and Dolan

could give us a price to pick up this piece when they come in to pave adjacent Madison Street. The
motion passed 5-0.

The fourth item under discussion was the tennis court hitting board. After discussion of the noise it
was moved by Kehoe and seconded by Krohn to investigate costs of a quieter system. Under
discussion, Hartz suggested just removing the board altogether. Kehoe withdrew her motion and it was
ok with the second. Hartz moved to remove the hoard and Kehoe seconded the motion. The motion
passed 4-1 with Krohn voting nay.

The fifth item was pea gravel on the tennis court. DPW Winkler suggested a timber board installed
along the base of the fence and a wind screen over the board to keep the pea gravel from getting kicked
onto the tennis courts. Hartz and Krohn felt the problem was created by the school district orienting
the play swings right behind the fence and didn’t want the City spending money to correct flie situation.
It was moved by Marsala and seconded by Krohn not to take any action at this time. The motion
passed 5-0.

The sixth item discussed was.scheol playground. DPW Winkler shared the district’s asphait
replacement quote in the amount of $62,000. During the discussion, Kehoe asked about the
maintenance agreement between the City and School District. Administrator Jordan said he was still
waiting for a copy from Mz, Flitcroft who claims to have a copy of it. After a brief discussion
regarding who is responsible for maintenance of the park and the playground, it was moved by Kehoe
and seconded by Krohn to not participate in the playground reconstruction. The motion passed 5-0.

The seventh and last item discussed was the tennis court surface. Mayor Connors pointed out that ail
the work discussed to this point is to be funded through TIF and that we should consider more than the
band-aid repairs to the courts. Superintendent Carstensen said we’ve been patching it for years and
probably should do something permanent. The question was asked about getting the work done in time
for the next school year, DPW Winkler said the tennis courts could be done anytime as the work
doesn’t affect the school’s use of the area. It was moved by Marsala and seconded by Hartz to bid out
replacement of the tennis courts. The motion passed 5-0.

(We may need a budget resclution for this TIF work).

Agepda Item No. 4 - Continued Discussion-Increasing the Speed Limit on North Edwards
Boulevard.

Mayor Connors handed out the results of the speed monitoring on Edwards. DPW Winkler noted the
Police Chief’s suggestion was to set the speed at 35 MPH. Mayor Connors indicated that Edwards
south of Main Street was 30 MPH. Hariz said he was comfortable with the increased speed limit as
there were few driveways and little development at this time. Mott suggested starting the increased
speed at Home Depot and going all the way to CTH “H”. It was moved by Marsala and seconded by
Mott to increase the speed limit to 35 MPH to Sheridan Springs. After further discussion, the motion
was withdrawn and ok’d by the second. A new motion was made by Mott and seconded by Hartz to




raise the speed limit to 30 MPH from Home Depot (past the curve) to the new Sheridan Springs Road
traffic signal intersection with CTH “H”. The motion passed 5-0.

(The City Attorney may need to draft an ordinance to increase the speed limit from 25 MPH to
30 MPH on North Edwards Boulevard and Sheridan Springs Read).

Agenda Ttem Ne. 5- Continned Discussion-Alliant Street Lighting Cost for North Edwards
Boulevard.

DPW Winkler stated the quote hasn™t been received and asked the item to be continued. I was moved
by Hartz to continue and seconded by Marsala. The motion passed 5-0.

Agenda Jtemt No. 6 — Continned Discussion-Installing Barriers on Edwards Boulevard Istand
South of STH 50.

There was discussion of the various options. DPW Winkler said that any of the options were at our
discretion as the road is our maintenance jurisdiction, but the WDOT said anything needs to be
installed to MUTCD standards. After consideration of the need for protection and type of barriers (Le.
concrete, guardrail, orange flex posts), it was moved by Hartz and seconded by Krohn to paint the
island yellow. The motion passed 4-1 with Mett voting nay.

Agenda Item No. 7 — Request for “Slew Children Playing” Signs at Alley Between Campbell and
Baker Streets

DPW Winkler explained a citizen request to install some “Slow Children Playing” signage in the alley
where Alliant removed their overhead wiring and poles, and-the resident claimed there was signage on
the poles before they were taken down. Hartz asked if there was signage and DPW Winkler said it
could have been there but he didn’t know for sure. It was moved by Hartz and seconded by Marsala to
install the signage at each end of the-alley. The motion passed 5-0. ‘

Agenda ltem No. 8 ~ Eagle Scoui Project-Veterans Park.

DPW Winkler explained the project as tentatively approved by Park Commission which included
siding repairs and staining to the building by Molitor Field, repairs to the poles at the main concession
building, and backer boards at Field No. 5. It was meved by Hartz and seconded by Krohn to aceept
the donation. Mott did say that the siding at Park Commission was switched from vinyl to re-staining
what is currently there. The motion passed 5-0.

Agenda Iteis No. 9- Landscaping Behind Softbali Field #5, Beauntification Commiittee Donation
Offer.

DPW Winkler stated he was a member of the Beautification Committee and that they are.offering to
donate a landscaping planting in the terrace area behind the ball field backstop. He said the Park
Commission approved of the offer with a final plan review by them, and that Alderman Mott
volunteered to maintain the plantings as needed. It was moved by Marsala and seconded by Mot to
accept the donation. The motion passed 5-0,




Agenda Jtem No. 10- 2010 Street Maintenance Program-Additional Street Paving with
Remaining Project Funds.

DPW Winkler indicated that there is approximately $140,000 left in 2010 contract with Payne and
Dolan an that typically, remaining funds are expended on the next street or streets on the program list.
He said Payne and Dolan provided us with the cost to add Main Street from Broad to Warren and
Madison Street from Geneva to Wisconsin and the cost was verified by Crispell. Superintendent
Carstensen mentioned a settlement area on Center Street by the parking lot and Mayor Connors
mentioned South Lakeshore Drive between Baker and Campbell. The Mayor also mentioned some
possible potholes by Wrigley and Center. Hartz was concerned about the sink hole area and DPW
Winkler said we couldn’t do much with it until the water level in the lake dropped and the bridge was
completed as it would require some lane closure. It was moved by Marsalz and seconded by Kehoe to
add the streets to the 2010 street maintenance contract as presented and added on to as long as the
amouitt didn’t exceed the $140,000 reserve balance. The motion passed 5-0.

{The Counecil may need to approve the additional street locations in the existing 2010 contract)

Item No. 11~ Street Department Mowing of the City’s Land at the Old Hillmoor Golf Course.
DPW Winkler and Superintendent Carstensen explained the importance of having the pull behind
mower for Hillmoor to kept the lawn short and looking nice, and if not the grass would be long and
thatch-looking. Hartz wished to wait until the bonding before acquiring the equipment. It was moved
by Marsala and seconded by Hartz to not purchase the mower out of contingency but to wait Tor the
borrowing. The motion passed 5-0.

Item No. 12- Jibrary Park & Chamber Bathroom Remodeling Project-Discussion of Scope.

DPW Winkler and Street Superintendent Carsiensen explained the scope of repairs needed at both
restrooms and that the Chamber bathroom costs are reasonable but the needed work at the Library
bathrooms would be very expensive fo do. The question asked is whether or not to proceed with the
Iibrary due to'the high costs. Kehoe thought if the cost to renovate the library bathrooms was most of
the cost of new bathrooms, why not just build a new one like to the west end of the park. Marsala said
they were unsightly but functional. Mott szid we need to have clean atiractive restrooms and the woik
needed to be done. Administrator Jordan added that a new restroom may be more than the west end
one if more toilets were installed. It was moved by Hartz and seconded by Marsala 16 bid out the
Chamber bathrooms and continue the discussion on the library restrooms. During discussion, Marsala
suggested bidding out the library bathrooms also to see what the cost is. DPW Winkler said the scope
of the library restrooms was so large that it would take a lot of time and effort to get that bid packet
together. The discussion then focused on also bidding out the library restrooms. Hartz amended his
motion to bid out both restroom facilities and bid them separately. The amendment was ok with the
second. The amendment passed 5-0. On the main motion, bidding out both restrooms separately was
approved 5-0.




Agenda Item No. 13- Temporary Repairs to Flat Iron Park Gazebe

DPW Winkier explained the situation with the old gazebo deck and that Humphreys working onsite
would install tongue and groove plywood over the old deck for $439.50 installed proposed using TIF
funds to pay for the repairs. It was moved by Marsala and seconded by Kehoe to approve the repair
proposal at the gazebo with TIF funds in the amount of $439.50. As the existing situation is unsafe
and a low-cost mamtenance item anyway, the Committee wished the work to be done as soon as
possible. The motion was approved 5-0.

Agenda Item No. 14- Removal of North Player benches & backstop at Duun Field

Chair Mott explained that the benches at Dunn Field would receive much more use at Veterans Park
and that he asked the principal at Eastview if he counld take them. He also said Mr. Fliterofi gave
approval to take the benches if the City took down the fencing and backstop and seeded the infield. It
was moved by Hartz and seconded by Marsala to move the benches and backstop and re-seed the
infield area at no costto the City. The motion passed 5-0.

Metion to Adjowrn:

The meeting was adjourned at 9:14 PM on 2 motion by Marsala and second by Krohn. The motion
passed 5-0.

RE: DISCLOSURE AND REBATE REQUIREMENTS

Background: The Securities and Exchange Commission created regulations for
continuing disclosure of pertinent information relating to the issuance of municipal deb.
While the regulations are imposed on underwriters and sales persons of the debt, in order
for the debt to be marketed the municipality must agree in writing to comply with the
continuing disclosure requirements throughout the life of the debt issue.

Upon award of the Promissory Notes, the City will be committing to two specific
continuing actions throughout the life of the issue. Those commitments are that the
Council will continue to provide ongoing disclosure regarding the issue and the City will
comply with the arbitrage regulations. Both commitments are necessary in order for the
City to issue municipal debt. The continuing disclosure requirements are new and for the
first time bring the SEC into the municipal regulating area.

Continuing market disclosure significantly increases the disclosure responsibility of
issuers and the consequences of non-compliance can be severe. The Council should be
aware in the event of non-compliance, the issuer will have to disclose any event(s) of
default on its promises in all future Official Statements for the next five years;
underwriters may be unwilling or unable to bid on your future issues; this may seriously
increase the cost of future issues; and, this may completely eliminate trading in the
secondary market for the issue.,

Springsted is offering to compile and assist with the distribution of an annual report for
submission to the Municipal Securities Rulemaking Board and the State Information
Depository, if one is designated, as required by the provisions of the specific issue. This
addresses the Secondary Market Disclosure.

The other amendment relates to arbitrage rebate. Springsted will perform rebate
calculations to determine the yield on the debt obligations and the amount to be rebated,



They would also notify the City of the rebate and prepare a determination statement for
the City to file with the IRS in a timely manner,

The compensation relating to Amendment A (Continuing Disclosure) is $200. annually
for services performed under Number 1 on pages A-1 and A-2, and $1,300 for the
preparation of the annual report.

The compensation relating to Arbitrage and Rebate Monitoring Services (Amendment B)
is $1,500 initially and $400 per year for the next 4 years.

Because of the expertise involved and the seriousness of not complying properly, staff
would recommend that the City approve the Agreement with the Amendments with
Springsted Incorporated.

Recommendation: Approve the Agreement and Amendments with Sprinsted
Incorporated, for providing Continuing Disclosure and Rebate Requirements at a cost of
$2,800 the first year and $1,700 per year for the remaining four years.




AGREEMENT FOR CONTINUING DISCLOSURE SERVICES AND/OR ARBITRAGE AND REBATE MONITORING

Notwithstanding the foregoing, no party
hereto shall be fiable to the other for Damages suffered by the other to the extent that those Damages are the
consequence of: (a) events or conditions beyond the contro! of the indemnifying party, including without
fimitation changes in economic conditions; (b) actions of the indemnifying party which were reasonable based
on facts and circumstances existing at the time and known to the indemnifying party at the time the service was
provided; or (c) errors made by the indemnifying party due to is refiance on facts and materials provided to the
ingemnifying party by the indemnified party. Whenever the Client or the Advisor becomes aware of a claim with
respect to which it may be entitied to indemnification hereunder, it shall promptly advise the other in writing of
the nature of the claim. If the claim arises from a claim made against the indemnified party by a third party, the
indemnifying party shall have the right, at its expense, to contest any such claim, to assume the defense
thereof, to employ legal counsel in connection therewith, and to compromise or settle the same, provided that

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CONTINUING DISCLOSURE REQUIREMENTS

Following are the fundamental ideas of the Continuing Disclosure requirements set forth by the Secunities Exchange Commission
unger SEC regulafion 15(c)2-12. This maferial is not meant to be definitive sef of instructions, but merely a helpful guide to
understanding the fopic.

Background

The Securities Acts of 1933 and 1934 exempted most municipal securities from registration with and regulation by
the Securities Exchange Commission (the "SEC"). Antifraud provisions of those Acts are not exempted however,
and the SEC is using those provisions to ensure there is full and accurate information available to the holders of
municipal bonds. The Municipal Securities Rulemaking Board (the "MSRB") was established in the 1970's and has
set standards for "Official Statements” and other disclosure documenis to assist issuers and underwriters in the
preparation of adequate disclosure documents.

Effective January 1, 1990, the SEC promulgated Rule 15¢2-12(b)(5) ("the Rule") which requires underwriters of
municipal securities to make a professional review of the Official Statement prepared for the offering before making
a recommendation fo an investor to purchase. The Rule thus requires issuers to prepare Official Statements and
make them available to underwriters prior to soliciting bids and fo provide a reasonable number of "final” Official
Statements to investors.

In 1995 the Rule was amended to also require issuers of municipal securities to continue to update the information in
the final official statement throughout the life of the issue. The amended Rule makes it uniawful for an underwriter fo
participate in the primary offering of municipal securities unless, prior to submitting a bid or entering info a contract to
purchase the securities, it has reasonably determined that the issuer or an obligated person has undertaken in
writing (the "Undertaking"), for the benefit of the helders, to provide continuing disclosure information to specific
repositories. The Rule is issue specific, meaning that each offering is viewed as a separate obligation of the issuer.
There are some exceptions to these requirements.

Exemptions From The Rule

There are two exemptions that completely exempt an issue from any continuing disclosure reguirements of the Rule:

A. fthe issue amount is less than $1,000,000. (Breaking up an offering into multiple issues of the same
class and purpose of less than $1 million is prohibited and the aggregate amount will be controlling).

B. Iifthe bonds are issued in minimum denominations of $100,000 and are sold in limited private
placements or mature in less than nine months or are subject to optional tender {o the issuer at least
as frequently as nine months.

There are two partial conditional exemptions that are also available:

A. I anissue has a stated maturity of 18 months or less, the requirements for an annual report of financial
information and operating data are not required. The issuer must still undertake in an agreement
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enforceable by the holders to provide timely notice of any accurrence of certain specified material
events.

B. Ifeach obligated person with respect to the issue has less than $10,000,000 of municipal securities
outstanding, including the proposed issue, as to which it is an obligated person, the financial
information and operating data requirements are generally limited. Issuer’s selling an issue after June
30, 2008 must file an annual report with the Municipal Securities Rulemaking Board (MSRB) and the
state depository, if there is one, with the financial information customarily prepared by the obligated
person and available to the public. Notice of any occurrence of certain specified material events is also
required.

Obligated Persons

An obligated person is any “person” who is committed by contract or other arrangement to support all or a portion of
the debt payments. This could be an enterprise fund, another governmental unit, or a private party. The issuer may
not necessarlly be an obligated person, such as with a conduit financing for a 501(c)(3) corporation or an industrial
development bond. Each obligated person is responsible for its obligations under the Rule. The final official
statement will identify who is deemed a material obligated person. The issuer has some potential liability if the
obligated person does not perform as pledged in the Undertaking. |f there is a history of persistent and material
breaches of undertakings, they may preclude underwriters from being able to rely on the issuer's Undertaking fora
future issue, therefore precluding underwriters from purchasing the issue. This is an area of the Rule that is being
closely watched and hopefully clarified as examples of noncompliance unfold.

Continuing Disclosure Commitment

To facilitate compliance with the Rule, except for the exceptions listed above, each offering will require the issuer to
undertake to provide continuing disclosure throughout the term of the issue. In order for the underwriter to be
assured the issuer will comply with the Rule, the Notice of Sale (if a public sale) will include a statement of intent fo
undertake or a statement of exemption from the Rule. If the sale is negotiated the Purchase Agreement will contain
the language. The preliminary and final official statements will describe the terms and details of the Undertaking.
The issuer will furnish the purchaser a copy of the Undertaking at closing setting forth its details and terms, and that
such Undertaking is a condition of closing. This Undertaking can be a separate document or can be incorporated
into the resolution awarding the issue. If there have been past compliance failures, the official statement must
specify each instance.

There are two parts to the disclosure process. The first is the Annual Report, which includes updated financial and
operating data with respect to the issuer or other obligated persons, provided at least annually, including audited
financial statements prepared in accordance with a specified standard (GAAP efc). Information provided in the final
official statement that has been specifically deemed material must be updated annually. The Undertaking will
specify a time each year by when the information will be provided. The Annual Report must be filed with the
Municipal Securiies Rulemaking Board (MSRBY), of and the State Depository, if there is ane.

*Significant Events” has heen a concem of many issuers because of the uncertainty of interpretation as fo
materiality. The SEC has clarified this by listing eleven material events (*Significant Events’) which must be
considered with every issue.

Non-payment related defauits;

Unscheduled draws on debt service reserves reflecting financial difficulties;
Unscheduled draws on credit enhancements reflecting financial difficuities;
Substitution of credit or liquidity providers, or their failure to perform;

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. Release, substitution, or sale of property securing repayment of the securities: and
11. Rating changes.

In addition, the failure of the issuer to provide the annual report disclosure information at the time specified is also an
event requiring disclosure.

Whenever the issuer obtains knowledge of the occurrence of a Significant Event, the issuer shall as soon as
possible determine under applicable legal standards if such event would constitute material information for holders
of the bonds. Items (8), (9) and (11) will always be deemed to be material.

If the issuer determines that knowledge of the occumence of a Significant Event would be material, niotice must be
provided to the MSRB and the State Depository, if any.

Failure to Compiy With the Undertaking

The SEC has initiated the Rule under the anti-fraud provisions of the Securities Acts of 1933 and 1934.

The emphasis on enforcing compliance falls on the underwriters who trade the securities, both in the primary market
and the secondary market. If the underwriter cannot be assured that the issuer will comply in the future, based on
historical experience, they may not bid on the new issue or buy or sell the issuer's securities in the secondary
market. A holder of a bond in the secondary market may find it difficult or costly to sell the security if no current
information is available since the underwriter cannot assure the adequacy of the information necessary to
recommend purchase of the security. The Undertaking specifies that the bondholders can sue for compliance, and
possibly monetary damages.

The rating agencies have also stated that failure to comply may cause the rating on the bonds to be dropped or -
lowered.

1. Background Information

Concept

Definition

in General

The following information entitled "Arbitrage and Rebate Primer” is a general description
of the arbitrage and rebate requirements under existing laws and reguiations. In

June 1993, the Treasury issued its final arbitrage regulations, which we have attempted
to address in this discussion. This material is being furnished by Springsted
Incarporated in crder to provide issuers with general information relating to the arbitrage
regulations. it does not purport to be a definitive set of instructions, and it should not be
construed as legal advice. While this description represents a consensus among
nationally recognized bond counsel firms on the issues discussed, issuers should be
aware that different bond counsels may have differing opinions.

ft should further be noted that this description may not reflect changes in law that may
ocelr, or certain Treasury regulations and administrative and judicial rulings that may
have been promulgated, subsequent to the date of its preparation. Any such
changes in law or new rulings and regutations may have a material effect on the
issuer's duties.

What is the general concept behind the arbitrage laws? The arbitrage laws minimize the
benefits that can be obtained through the investment of proceeds from the issuance of
tax-exempt obligations. These laws remove the incentive to issue more obligations,
Issue obligations earfier, or to leave obligations outstanding fonger than necessary 1o
carry out the governmental purpose of the issue.

The general definition of an arbitrage obligation is any obligation which attempts to
exploit the difference between tax-exempt and taxable interest rates by investing in a
materially higher yield (except under certain permitted temporary periods) or to increase
the burden on the tax-exempt market through early issuance or over issuance. An
arbitrage obligation cannot be issued as a tax-exempt obligation. The arbitrage rules
set forth certain exemptions or "safe harbor" provisions for permitting the issuance of
tax-exempt obligations. With each issue, to obtain the three-year temporary period for
construction proceeds, the issuer must reasonably expect to expend {or be committed to
expend) not less than 5% of obligation proceeds, including investment earnings but
exclusive of any reserve, within six months of receipt and to expend 85% within three
years. In addition 1o the 5%, the issuer must continue with due difigence to complete
the proiect and expend the proceeds.

The arbitrage laws can be broken into two sections. The first section has roots that
began in the provisions enacted by congress in the Tax Reform Act of 1969, These
rules set forth the criteria by which the proceeds of the tax-exempt obligations can be
invested. The second section calls for arbitrage profits to be rebated back to the IRS.
The second portion originated in 1981 when congress imposed a rebate requirement on
mortgage revenue bonds. The rebate extended fo industrial development bonds in 1985
and generally to most other tax-exempt obligations in 1986.
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Background Information

Since the Tax Code of 1986, regulations of 1989, 1992, 1993, 1994, and 1997 have
been written. The most important of these are the comprehensive revised reguiations
of 1993 that are effective for tax-exempt obligations issued after June 30, 1993.

Gross Proceeds of an issue are subject o the arbitrage restriction and arbitrage rebate
provisions. Gross proceeds, as defined in the Tax Code, include original proceeds from
the issuance of tax-exempt obligations, investment earnings on those proceeds, and
any money provided for payment of debt service on the obligations or as security or a
reserve for the obligations, regardless of source.

The arbitrage laws limit alfowable eamings and determine rebate by using "yield" as a
measurement. The yield on a fixed rate issue is the discount rate that, when computing
the present value as of the issue date of all payments of principa, interest and fees for
qualified guarantees on the issue {e.g. insurance premium) produces an amount equal
to the present value, using the same discount rate, of the aggregate issue ptice of the
tax-exempt obligation as of the issue date. The vield on a variable rate issue is the
discount rate that, when used in computing the present value as of the first date of a
computation: period of alt payments attributable to the computation period, produces an
amount equal to the present vaiue of the aggregate issue price (or deemed issue price
for the computation period) as of the first date of the computation period.

In addition to the rebate provisions under certain circumstances, invastments of the
proceeds from the issuance of tax-exempt obligations are restricted to a yield not to
exceed one-eighth of one percent of the yield on the obligations. This concept is
referred to in the regulations as "materially higher yield." Materially higher yieid is
0.001% over bond yield for: refunding escrow; replacement proceeds (which includes a
reserve and a sinking fund). Restricted yield is required for (i) procseds, including
investment earnings but excluding reserve funds not expended within the three-year
period; (if) that portion of proceeds in a reserve fund in excess of 10% of the issue
amount; (ili) funds from any source in a reserve fund in excess of 10% of the issue
amount; and {iv) amounts in & debt service fund in excess of a bona fide debt service
fund amount plus the minor portion. Proceeds nat subject to these restricted yield
requirements qualify for temporary periods and are eligible to be invested at an
unrestricted yield,
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Rebate Information

3. Rebate information
Rebate Exemptions

Small Issuer Exception

The Code and regulations provide some exceptions to the rebate requirements. They
are as follows;

a) small issuer exception;
) exception for investments in tax-exempt securities:
) six-month spending exception;
d} 18-month spending exception;
} 24-month spending exception;
f)  six-month tax and revenue anticipation note (TRANS) spending exception; and
g) bona fide debt setvice fund exception.

Although these exceptions exempt an issuer from being subject to various rebate
requirements, an issuer must comply with the yield restrictiontemporary period
provisions.

The small issuer exception is available only to issuers with general taxing powers and
for govemmental purposes only. According to the 1993 regulations, an issue {other than
a refunding issue) qualifies for the small issuer excaption only if the issuer reasonably
expects, as of the issue date, that the aggregate face amount of all tax-exempt
obligations (other than private activity bonds) issued during that calendar year does not
exceed §5,000,000. Unlike other arbitrage and rebate tests, actual events prevail over
reasonable expectaiions. f additional unexpected obligations ars issued, so the total
amount exceeds $5,000,000 during the calendar year, such later issues will be subject
to rebate, but the small issuer exception will continue to apply 1o the earlier obligations.

The Taxpayer Relief Act of 1997 increased the smali issuer rebate exemption for
financing the construction, which includes reconstruction and rehabiiitation, of public
school facilities. The new exemption is up to $15 miltion, provided that the Issuer
issues no more than $15 million in the calendar year and no more than $5 million is
used to finance expenditures other than for public school capital expenditures (e.g.,
land acquisition, equipment acquisition, and cash flow borrowing).

Obligations issued by a subordinate entity must be included in the aggregate face
amount of any obligations issued by an entity.

Only the portion of a current refunding tax-exempt obligation that exceeds the face
amount of the obligation being refunded is included in the total aggregate face
amount issued.

Exception for Investments in
Tax-Exempt Securities

Spending Exceptions

Any refunding obligations (current or advance), even if the issuer issues less than
$5.000,000 in the year, are subject to rebate unless all the following criteria are met:

a) the face amount of all tax-exempt obligations {other than private activity bonds)
issued during the calendar year does not exceed $5,000,000;

b} the refunded issues were exempied from rebate when issued or, if issued prior to
1986, they were issued in a year when the issuer did not issue more than
$5,000,000 of governmental obligations;

¢} the average maturity date of the refunding issues is nct iater than the average
maturity date of the obligations to be refunded: and

d) no refunding bond has a maturity date later than 3C years after the date the original
bond was issued.

It obligations that count toward the $5,000,000 fimit (new money issues, higher
current refunding principal, and advance refundings) are over $5,000,000, then the
current refunding issues also are subject to rebate {along with those that counted)
even if the above conditions are met. The 1993 regulations also set forth special
provisions if any original issue discount or original issue premium is not a "de
minimis® amount. if either is not a "de minimis" amount, the total aggregate face

amount of the issue may be different than the par amount of tax-exempt obligations
issued.

The regulations provide an exemption from rebate if the gross proceeds of an issue are
invested in certain tax-exempt securities. The tax-exempt securities must not be subject
to the Alternative Minimum Tax (AMT) for their earnings to be exempt. For obligations
issued after March 31, 1988, whose proceeds are invested in tax-exempt obiigations
subject to the AMT, the eamings from the AMT investments will be subject to the rebate
requirements.

lssuers are not required to rebate excess eamings on project funds if they meet the six-
month, 18-month or 24-month spending exceptions. For all three spending exceptions,
rebate wilt still be due on any reserve funds, debt service funds and sinking funds.
£xpenditures of tax-exempt proceeds to redeem bonds do not qualify toward the various
expenditure targets.

The six-month and 18-month exceptions can apply fo any type of tax-exerpt

- obligations, inciuding industrial development bonds or mortgage revenue bonds. The

24-month exception applies only to "construction issues.” See discussion under "24-
Month Spending Exception* for details on this exception.

Issuers can qualify for the six-month exception if 100% of the proceeds are expended
within six months. This faw allows issuers of governmental use bonds or 501(c)(3}
bonds an additional six months to spend proceeds, provided the unspent amount after
the first six months did not exceed the lesser of 5% of proceeds or $100,000. For
obligations issued after August 5, 1997 the $100,000 limit was removed and the test
now is having spent 95% of the proceeds within six months.

fssuers can qualify for the 18-month exception if 100% of the gross proceeds are spent
within 18 months according to the following schedule:

a. atleast 15% of the gross proceeds were spent within six months after the date of
the issuance of the bonds:

b.  80% of such proceeds were spent within one year;
. 100% of such proceeds were spent within 18 months.

Failure to spend down a "de minimis" amount at the final payment date is disregarded
for the 18-month exception if;

a) the amount does not exceed the lesser of 3% of the issue price
or $250,000:
h) the issuer exercises due difigence to complete the project; and

c) i, after 18 months a "reasonable retainage," limited to 5% of
construction proceeds is spent within the next tweive months,

The 24-month spending exception provides an exception from the rebate requirements
for construction proceeds if at jeast 75% of the proceeds of the issue are for
construction purposes and if the foilowing spending criteria are met:

a) atleast 10% of the "available construction procesds” were spent within six months
after the date of issuance of the bonds;

b} 45% of such proceeds were spent within one year;
¢) 75% of such proceeds were spent within 18 menths; and
d) 100% of such proceeds were spent within two years.

The same rules that define failure to spend down a "de minimis* amount at the finai
payment date for the 18-month spending exception also apply to the 24-month
spending exception.

The term "available construction proceeds’ means an amount equal to the "issue
price” {the principal amount plus accrued interest less discount) of the obfigations,
increased by the earnings on the issue price, and decreased by both the amount of
the issue price in a reasonably required reserve fund and the issuance costs of the
issue.

At the time of issuance, the issuer may elect that shartfalls in meeting the expenditure
tests will be subject fo 1.5% penalty each six months, instead of subjecting the entire
issue to rebate.

Under the 24-month spending exception the issuer can elect the
following provisions:

a) 1o apply provisions based on actual facts in lieu of reasonable expectations;

b) to exciude eamings on a reasonably required resetve or replacement fund from
available construction proceeds;

¢} totreat a portion of an issue used for construction as a separate issue (bifurcation);
and

d) toterminate the 1.5% penalty and subject the issue fo rebate.

Issuers can qualify for this six-month exception if, within the first six-months of issuance
the aciual cash position, including the TRANSs proceeds, reduces to no mote than 10%
of the size of the TRANS borrowing.

Amounts deposited into a bona fide debt service fund (BDSF) are exempt from rebate
for fong-term fixed rate issues and for short-term or variabie rate issues if the BDSF
earned less than $100,000 during each bond year (fixed rate governmental issues with
an average maturity of over 5 years get the exception without regard te the $100,000
limit). A BDSF is defined as a fund which equally matches the revenues to the debt
service within each bond year, with a permited carryover of the greater of the actual
earnings in the fund in the preceding bond year or 1/12th of the debt service. See
discussion under "Other Topics of Interest" for more information regarding debt service
funds.

Annuai vs. Fifth Year

A Reasonably Required Reserve Fund (“RRRF”) is defined as the lessor of:

a) 10% of the principal amount of the issue;
b} 125% of the average annual debt service; or
¢} 100% of the maximum annual debt service.

The RRAF can be invested at unrestricted yields, but is subject to rebate. Amounts
in excess of a RRRF are subject to restricted yields,

If an issue or fund does not meet any of the above mentioned exceptions, it is subject to
the rebate requirements and any arbitrage sarnings will have to be rebated to the
Internat Revenue Service.

At the time the bond issue is sold, an anniversary date is established by the issuer. This
is usually the dated daie of the bonds, but can be any reasonable date within that year,
Not less than every five years from the anniversaty date, the issuer must compute the
rebatable amount and send at least 90% of the amount to the Treasury. Within 60 days
of the final debt service payment, regardless of the length of the issue, the final
computations must be completed and all remaining rebatable funds sent to the
Treasury. Anissuer may recover an overpayment for an issue of tax-exempt obligations
by establishing to the satisfaction of the Commissioner that the overpayment occurred.

Although rebate reporting is not required by federal regulations until each fifth year
nterval, we have long maintained the position that the issuer is best served by annua
calculations. Debt management and recognition of financial obligations are better
served by annual computations, particularly during the period of time when the project
funds remain avaifable or if rebatable earnings are anticipated.

in order to properly comply with the arbitrage and rebate provisions, carefu! records
have 10 be maintained by the issuer for all funds subject to rebate. The information
needed to produce a rebate calculation consists of all investment cash flow transactions
{receipts and disbursements) into and out of the funds subject to rebate as summarized
as foliows:

a.  Deposits of proceeds or funds from other sources into each fund.

Investments of moneys in the fund (e.g. purchase price, purchase date, accrued
interest, etc.).

¢. Dates and amounts of receipts of interest and principal
from investment balances.

d.  Fund and investment balances as of the computation date.

If the issuer does not qualify for the available six-month exception, the regufations
require that cash on hand is expended first, then future revenues received before the
deficit, and finally the TRANs proceeds. Issuers beware. Under this method of use of
funds, it becomes very unlikely that short-term borrowing proceeds will be expended
quickly. Thus, most of your shori-term borrowing proceeds will be assumed to be
availabie for a period of time and couid generate a rebate liabiity.

An issue that is exempt from the rebate requirements is not exempt from the arbitrage
requirements.

Private activity bonds are generally those for which (i) more than 10% of the bond
proceeds will be used for private business and more than 10% of debt service payments
will be paid or secured, either directly or indirectly, by a private business interest; ot (i) a
foan of more than 5% of the bond proceeds {or $5,000,000, if less} wilt be made o a
‘non-govermnmental person.” A special category of private activity bonds exist for
501(c)(3) organizations, primarily not-for-profit educational and healthcare facilities.

Govermmental purpose bonds are bonds that are not private activity bonds.

The 1993 regulations are generally effective for bonds issued after June 30, 1993,
lssuers also may elect to apply 1993 reguiations, except for the 18-month spending
exception from rebate, to bonds issued on or before june 30, 1993 that are still
outstanding on that date.

It an issuer wishes to reimburse itself with proceeds from tax-exempt bonds to be issued
after the expenditure is actually made, it must declars its intent to do so within 60 days
after the expenditure has been made. The declaration must contain (i} a description of
the project or identify the fund or account used to pay the expenditure and (ii) state the
maximum amount of bonds expected to be issued for the project.

Preliminary expenditures in an amount not greater than 20% of the bond issue may
be paid without the declaration of intent. These expenditures include architectural,
engineering, testing, surveying, bond issuance costs and other incidental costs
incurred prior to commencement of the project. Eligible costs do not include land
acquisition or site preparation. A "de minimis" amount equal to the lesser of
$100,000 or 5% of the proceeds is also available.

Reimbursement must take place not later than 18 months after the later of (i) the date
the expenditure was made or (i} the date the financed property is pfaced in service or
abandoned, but in no event later than three years after the expenditure is made.
Small issuers (govermmental units that issue $5,000,000 or less of tax-exempt bonds
during the calendar year) get a three-year period instead of 18 months.

To assure tax-exempt obligations are not outstanding toe fong, safe harbors should be
adnered fo. A safe harbor maturity limits the average maturity of the issue o 120% of
the useful life of the capital project being financed with the proceeds from the tax-
exempt obligation. The IRS has provided some guidelines as to expected useful life
calculations which can be taken into account in the structuring of each bond issue.

Yield Reduction Payments on

Non Bona Fide Portion of Debt

Service Fund With the demise of the ten-year temporary period for debt service funds for tax-exempt
obligations issued after June 30, 1993, amounis in excess of the bona fide portion of a
debt service fund must be yield restricted. Because yield restricting debt service funds
can be & complicated and cumbersome process, the IRS allows issuers to make yield
reduction payments (similar to rebate} on non bona fide amounts of up to 15% of the
original stated principal amount of the issue. Once the non bona fide portion exceeds
15% the fund must be yield restricted. Small issuers as weil as those subject to rebate
can use yield reduction payments instead of making restricted investments. It should be
noted that seme Bond Counsel do not believe that yield reduction is available for a
classic sinking fund.

Note:  Being a small issuer does not exempt an issuer from being subject
fo yield restriction.

The issuance of these Notes will result in post-issuance compliance respensibilities. The
responsibilities fie in two primary areas: i) compliance with federal arbitrage requirements
and iy compiiance with secondary disclosure requirements.

Federal arbitrage reguirements include a wide range of implications that have been taken
into account as your issue has been structured. Post-issuance compliance responsibilities
for your tax-exempt issue include both rebate and yield restriction provisions of the RS
Code. In very general terms the arbifrage requirements control the eamings on
unexpended bond proceeds, including investment eamings, moneys held for debt service
payments (which are considered fo be proceeds under the IRS regulations), and/or
reserves. There is an exemption from rebate for an issuer that issues $5.0 million or fess
of tax-exempt obligations in a calendar year (‘small issuer exemption"). Since the City
does not expect to issue more than $5.0 million of tax-exempt obfigations in 2011, the City
will qualify for the small issuer exemption; however, the yield restriction requirements still
apply. Springsted can assist the City with meeting their arhitrage compliance requirements.
A separate contract to provide this service will be forwarded to City staff,

Secondary_disclosure reguirements result from an SEC requirement that underwriters
provide ongoing disclosure information fo investors. To meet this requirement, any
prospective underwriter will require the City to commit to providing the information needed
to comply under a continuing disclosure agreement. Since the City has less than
$10 million of debt outstanding, the SEC allows the City to choose “limited disclosure,”
which requires the City to annually provide certain financial information or operating data
that is customarily prepared and is publicly available and notices of certain material events
to the limited extent required by the SEC rules. Springsted can assist the City in meseting
their continuing disclosure responsibilities. A separate contract to provide this service will
be forwarded to City staff,

Variabifity of Issue Size: A specific provision in the sale terms permits modifications to the
maturity siructure based on the price and interest rates received on the day of sale. This
wilt ailow ihe City to modify maturities as necessary to meet its annual debt service needs.

Prepayment Provisions: Notes maturing on or after April 1, 2020 may be prepaid at a price
of par plus accrued interest on April 1, 2018,

Bank Qualification: The City does not expect to issue more than $10 miltion of tax-exempt
obligations in 2011, therefore the Notes are designated as bank qualified.

Schedules attached include: the City's financing project/equipment list, Sources and Uses
of Funds and estimated Debt Service Schedute.

Supplementary information will be available to staff including detailed terms and conditions
of sale and information to assist in meeting post-issuance compliance responsbilities.

Upon completion of the financing, a Bond Record wilt be provided that contains pertinent
documents and final debt service calculations for the fransaction.

Proceeds of the Notes will be used to finance the purchase of capital equipment and
various improvement projects within the City. A detailed list of projects and equipment has
been provided by the City and is attached.

The Notes are being issued pursuant to Wisconsin Statutes, Chapter 67.

The Notes will be a general obligation of the City, secured by its full faith and credit and
faxing power and will be repaid with ad valorem property faxes.

The City levied approximately $100,000 in 2010 (2011 Budget) in anticipation of issuing
Notes earlier in the year, however since the Notes are now being issued in June 2011 with
the first principal payment due April 1, 2012, the $100,00C wili be applied to the
Aprit 1, 2012 principal and interest payment. This will require the City o carry the
approximate $100,000 levied over to 2012, Thereafter, each year's collection of taxes wil
be used to make the April 1 principal and interest payment and the November 1 interest
payment due in the collaction year.

The Notes will be repaid over a term of 8.75 years; from July 1, 2011 through April 1, 2021.

Per direction from the City, the Notes are structured around the City's ouistanding debt,
which will retire in 2018. The City would fike to have total debt service on the Notes to be
around $100,000 annually from 2012 through 20186, except for 2012 which is $200,000 as
noted above under “Security and Source of Payment”. Thereafter, debt service is level at
approximately $595,000 annually (2017-2021).

The outcome of this financing will rely on the market conditions at the time of the sale. Any
projections included herein are estimates based on current market conditions.

Roll Call: Commissioners Flower, Poetzinger, Hill, Olson and Skates. Also Present: Mayor Connors,
City Attorney Draper, Building/Zoning Administrator Brugger, Administrative Assistant Special, City
Administrator Jordan and City Planner Slavney. Alderman Hartz was excused.

Skates/Olson motion to approve minutes of April 18th, 2011 Plan Commission meeting. Motion carried.

Comments from the public as allowed by Wis. Stats. §19.84(2), limited to items on this agenda,
except for public hearing items. Comments will be limited to five (5) minutes. Applicants will be
aliowed when their item is discussed.

Letter received from Attorney Jonathan Levine in opposition of the application made from the Baker House.

Correspondence from the Town of Linn was received in regards to an amendment to their Comprehensive Plan.

Continued Public Hearing on a Conditional Use Application filed by Andrew Fritz of the Baker
House, 327 Wrigley Dr., Lake Geneva, Wisconsin to utilize the existing rooftop patio for Outdoor
Commercial Entertainment at 335 Wrigley Drive, Tax Key Number ZMER 00001- 40. No one
commented during the public hearing. An email from the applicant was received asking for this item to
be tabled to a future meeting. Skates/Flower motion to continue the public hearing. Motion carried.

Public Hearing to amend the General Development Plan and Precise Implementation Plan for an
existing Planned Development for the addition of an outdoor multi-level deck for outdoor dining
(Outdoor Commercial Entertainment) filed by Capitel Cuisine LLC d/b/s Sprechers Restaurant &
Pub, PO Box 44507, Madison WI 53744 at 111 center Street, Lake Geneva, WI 53147 Tax Key
Number ZCOV 00001. Kevin Ledderer with Capitol Real Estate approached the podium to give a brief
description of the proposed project. Ray Bolton from ADCI (architect for the project) approached the podium and
explained the changes to the plan. This project is for a deck. It is not planned to have it enclosed in the future nor
prepare it as an addition to the existing building other than as a deck. Plans show the tiered deck. He explains that
this plan is to break up the outdoor fagade and also allow for people dining inside looking out the window at an
unobstructed view to the lake. They plan to have a glass railing on the deck to aiso allow for an unobstructed view
to the lake. The materials are designed to be a trex deck with posts. They are asking for flexibility to allow for
outdoor dining and also for some parking. When he took the parking ratios, he took counts from the conference
center, the hotel, the dining (inside and proposed outside). The table in the application indicates that they were
over 500 stalls and presently with the lot adjacent and the outlot they are at 454 stalls. They are requesting
flexibility based on those figures. They also need flexibility with the setback in one location of the proposed deck
and also with the green space. They are approximately 4 1/2 feet from the propeity line at the closest portion of
the lower deck. They are drastically under the requirement of green space for this property currently but they do
propose some landscaping which will put them well above the required landscape points. The lighting they are
proposing on the deck will shine down on the deck and will not exceed lighting beyond the lot line. Brugger asks
for Mr. Bolton to explain more about how the parking will work with the extra parking in the lot by Mc Donald's.
How will that be monitored? Mr. Ledderer explains that they have tried to look at the parking pretty ¢lose and
explains that they will need to work with the Cove management to make sure the lot is open an available when
need be. He also feels that at peak times, 40%-50% of his business comes from people who are already parked at
the Cove and Harbor Shores. Brugger asks if there are plans to put speakers on the deck to pipe music out there.
Mr. Ledderer states that they propose light background music. He would like to have one guitar player out there
sometimes but in no way have any kind of 2 full band. They would come back for approval if they would do any
kind of musical function. He states that the intention is to basically be acoustical and soft singing and guitar and
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background music in speakers instalied on the building. Skates asks if the "104 stalls" is the locked parking lot
and if it is realistic to able to be in play, will there be someone there to man it. Ledderer states that he believes that
it 1s and will work with the Cove to make sure that something can be worked out. Hill asks if there are specifics to
how the restaurant gets their parking spots. Ledderer explains that they have access to the entire Cove parking lot.
The guests from the hotel can use the spots as well as diners. Flower explains that the lot always appears full and
that dining guests are not aware of alternate spots to park. Ledderer explains that he may be able to work with the
Cove to have better signage to indicate more parking is available. More discussion on parking occurred. Mayor
Connors expressed his concern about the lower deck and it being less than 5 feet from the right of way and
whether or not something like a bar could be in that area and have a farther setback from the right of way (similar
to the upper deck). Bolton explains that on the original plan they were 1 1/2 feet away at the closest point and they
pulled it back to 4 1/2 feet. They are still trying to keep the same number of seats. Brugger stated that after the
last meeting we talked about chopping the end row of tables off and putting the deck line approximately through
the middle of those two sets of tables. Bolton explains that it comes down to economics and a smaller deck means
fewer tables. Brugger explains that some of the landscaping is proposed to go into the right of way. Skates asks if
the rendition that is shown (on the easel) is reflected in the drawings in the packets (as far as the setback being
moved back to 4 1/2 feet). It does not. Skates asks how far out the lower deck is out from the building. It is out 18
feet from the face of the building, This is 4 1/2 feet from the property line. If they cut out a row of tables, they
will be ten feet from the property line. Skates also asks if the upper stairwell is for serving only. Ledderer explains
that 99% of the time it will be for servers only as everyone should be seated through the bar area. Flower asks
about the setback from southern post the middie deck to the right of way. It is about 26.5 feet. She wonders if the
lower deck can have the deck split between the two table areas and extend that (cut off area) to the middle deck
and square 1t off so other seats will not be lost. Bolton shares that they want to keep the water feature in place as
much as possible and they have taken the mayors comment and put a bench near the feature. No comments were
made from the public. Skates/Flower motion to close the public hearing. Motion carried. Skates/Flower motion
to approve the amendment to the GDP/PIP as presented with the condition of removing the first row of
seating in the lower deck pushing the deck back about 6 feet. Discussion followed. Brugger asks if the music
issue can be addressed in the motion (music piped onto the deck be indiscernible at side property lines so people
on either side don't have to listen to it and no live music/entertainment unless approved with a temporary use
permit or Conditional Use permit ). Connors/Skates Motion on amendment to the original motion that there
be a condition of moving the setback of the lower deck back to ten feet from the right of way and
allow for music to not be discernable at the side fot Jines and that any live music be approved with
a Conditional Use permit or temporary use permit. This can be determined by looking at the drawing
dentified as AS1.0. The right of way line is shown by a dashed line off the left hand side. In this case,
they are 6.908 at the top and 4.5 at the bottom and this suggests allowing them to modify the post
section so they are ten feet away from the right of way. They can figure the seating the way they want
to. This is only for the lower deck. Skates/Flower motion to suspend the rules to aliow the landscaper to
speak. Motion carried. Dan from C&D Landscaping approached the podium to answer setback questions
on landscape materials. Hill/Flower motion to close the public hearing again. There were no
additional comments from the public. Motion carried. Motion with amendment carries (5-1) with one
nay (Hill). Connors/Flower additional amendment to the motion that signage be installed to state
that all parking is available to Cove guests and Sprecher guests. Flower motion to add the
amendment of adding more landscape to the entry of the additional parking lot (near Me
Donald's). Motion fails for lack of second. Motion on the additional amendment for signage to be
installed on all parking lots unanimously carried. Motion on the original motion (approving an
amendment to the GDP/PIP) as amended (lower deck going from six to ten feet setback) with
amendments of the music (to not be discernable at the side lot lines and that any live music be approved
with a Conditional Use permit or temporary use permit) and that signage be installed to state that all
parking is available to Cove guests and Sprecher guests with staff recommendations. Motion carried 5-
1 with one nay (Hill).
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Public Hearing to amend the General Development Plan for an existing Planned Development to allow for
an increase in the number of senior housing units from 100 to 110 and other zoming exemptions filed by
Parkside Management Services, 5215 Old Orchard Road, Suite 860, Skokie, IL 60077-1045 for a proposed
development at Tax Key Number ZSF 00074. Michael McCarthy of Parkside Management Services and Terry
Smith from BSB Design approached the podivm to discuss the plan and any changes from the original approval.
This plan has been submitted to the Fire Chief and he had no major issues with the plan. Some variations are
being asked for. They would like to go from the original approval of 100 units to 110 units. Independent living
will have 47 units, assisted living wili have 43 units and the memory care units will be 20 units. Access into the
parcel will be off of Southland Farms Drive. This drive will also be shared with the proposed
clubhouse/community center that will feature the renovation of the barn. When you come into the senior facility
arca, there will be a circular drop off area that will be the building entry for this facility. There will be guest
parking spaces situated around this drop off area. Additional guest parking will occur north and south of this
proposed entry drop off. The north end of the building will be treated as parking for staff and deliveries/ service.
They want to limit access 1o this end of the building from the general public. Going south from this drop off area
will lead to a 47 space parking garage that will serve the three story independent living wing above. This will be
underground parking. The central area of the building will be a story and a half for common uses. Moving north
in the building will be a two story use for assisted living and memory care. There is a proposed stand alone
maintenance and storage building at the north end of the building. There will most likely be a temporary access
{for emergency access) out onto N. Bloomfield Road until Northwind Circle is constructed, and then it will be
abandoned. Surface parking has 91 spaces designated. Of that, 47 spaces will be designated for garage spaces, 37
built spaces with an additional 7 spaces that will be land banked. They want to maintain as much green space as
possible so they don't want {o construct any more spaces for parking than they need to. Topographically, there is
about 14-15 feet of fall. It is high at the east end and falls to the west. At the low point they have situated some
detention ponds. There will be a series of outdoor courtyards. There will also be an enclosed one specifically for
the memory care residents. They will try to maintain as many of the trees as possible. Those trees that may need
to be moved/ removed will be replaced. They are also asking for a building height of 40 feet (to the mean of the
roof) from the allowed 35 feet. Doug Buster of BSB Design approached the building and explained the building.
The left wing 1s the independent living with parking underneath. This is where the building will reach about 40
feet (to the mean of the roof) in height. The other portions for center club facility (1 1/2 story) and assisted living
and memory care units (two stories) will not go over the 35 foot maximum. The materials used will be
maintenance free. The club facility will be enjoyed for all. The independent people will have access to their own
gym, library and craft area. The assisted living and memory care residents will have separate dining rooms while
the independent hiving residents have their own dining room. Skates asks where the additional umits were put
(From the 100 to 110 units). Mr. Buster stated in the memory care area. Mayor Commnors states that he spoke with
the Fire Chief this afternoon and wouid request additional fire hydrants on site. Skates asks Brian Poliard from
Fairwyn if the Barn will be rehabbed. Mr. Pollard stated that he will be rehabbing the Barn at the same time they
are working on the facility. The garage floor elevation is at 896 and is about 900 at the right of way line on
Bloomfield Road. That would only be at the door opening. You would only see part of the garage door from
Bloomfield Road. Connors explains that this project is somewhat similar to what is already at Curtis Street and
Townline Road.

Wells Street, Tax
Key Number ZOP 00352A. Robert Wereski, owner of Plaza Motel at 304 S. Wells Street approached the
pedium to explain the Site Plan Amendment. He explains that the State requires that a bathroom facility must be
next to a public swimming pool. The original plan was to convert one of the rooms at the motel as a facility, This
would have been acceptable but he thought it would be too complicated and decided to put something in closer to
the pool. It will be an 8' x 8' structure with aluminum siding. The color and the siding will be comparable to the
other building on the lot.

The gazebo will be shifted
over as well. Flower confirms that setbacks will still be met. Brugger confirms that they are. Skates/Olson motion
to approve the Site Plan Amendment application as presented by Robert Wereski 304 S. Wells Street, Lake
Geneva, WI 53147 for a design change of an in-ground swimming pool at 304 S. Wells Street, Tax Key Number
ZOP 00352A including all staff recommendations. Motion carried.

Continued discussion on the process of making amendments to the Comprehensive Plan. City Planner
Slavney explained the samples that he supplied for the packets that were asked of him of what other communities
have done with amendments to their Comprehensive Plan. One sampie is a typical public participation plan. A
second example was a time table for 2 Plan amendment that incorporates the opportunity for people wishing an
amendment to the Plan to have several months to nominate their properties for an amendment to the Plan to be
considered. That takes typically four months. In total, the amendment process takes about six months. He alsc had
included information about what an approximate cost would be ($10,000.00 per annual process). He explains that
a typical approach would be to allow for the review of amendments on an annual cycle. Slavney suggests that
since April/May 1s a time with potential new members to Plan Commission and Council, it would be beneficial to
let the new members have a couple months under their belts before something big like this was worked on. If the
process is started in June then we can finish the process up in October/November before the holidays start. The
seasonal residents could also participate in the full process. It was also suggested that the applicant pays for the
amendment process and that it would be divided upon all the applicants. It wouldn't be based on size of property
but rather on the number of applicants who request an amendment. Slavney stated that if the Commission is happy
with the samples provided in the packets, he could get things going and have something available to put on the
June agenda. Discussion followed. Once this process starts it goes to the end regardless if the amendment is
completed. People can apply early and not wait for the annual notice in the media. Oftentimes this happens.

Hill asks if this six months time frame is hard and fast or could it take Jess time. Slavney stated that he has seen it
take less time but that was with special meetings and a limited amendment list. The most cost effective way fo
approach this is to attach it fo the regular monthly agenda. Attorney Draper stated that it was discussed to have a
joint public hearing with the Plan Commission and Common Council and it would cut down on time and cost.
Each amendment is voted on separately and then an over all vote to amend the plan per the individual votes is
done. Slavney also indicates that often times when the plan is amended the City finds something that needs to be
amended as well. Whether it is something that was missed or something has changed in another plan and can be
reflected appropriatety in the Comprehensive Plan. Slavney also states that the practice varies if the City decides
to make an amendment at the same time as an applicant as to whether the city also pays a fee. The property owner
must give consent for the developer to approach and request an amendment of the Plan. The Plan Commissioners
gave a unanimously consent to allow for Slavney and Brugger to go ahead and work to bring something forward
for next months meeting.

(2) A general written description of proposed PD

General project themes and images:

The proposed outdoor deck will be a muiti-level deck which provides outdoor dining facilities with
a panoramic view of Lake Geneva for approximately 76 patrons during the summer months. The
orientation and finish floor elevations for the various levels provide views for the patrons
outdoors plus will not impact views or site fines for those guests dining inside Sprecher's
Restaurant. The deck will be designed to retain design elements of the original building (Refer to
3-D Renderings).

General mix of dwelling unit types and/or land uses:

The project adds 76 potential outdoor dining seats to the existing 250 seat Sprecher’s
Restaurant and Pub. The existing Cove Hotel has 222 rooms and both indoor and outdoor
aquatic facilities. The facility has also added conference facilities in recent years making it truly a
destination resort. The revised floor area with the addition of the conference center is 272,974
sq. ft.

Approximate residential densities and non-residential intensities:

The subject site comprises a 9.59 acre parcel located in the southwest corner of the Southland Farms planned development originally approved in

2006. As part of the General Development Plan approval for the overall 165 acre Southland Farms development, the subject site was originally
approved for 100 senior housing units.

it is the intent of the applicant, Parkside Management Services, LLC, to develop the site as a single structure facility that will feature three senior
housing uses including independent living, assisted living and memory care.

B. Natural Features

The Board of Park Commissioners met on Wednesday, May 4, 2011 at City Hall at
6:30PM. The meeting was called to order at 6:31 PM by President Doug Skates. DPW
Dran Winkler read the roll.

Members Present:

President Skates, Lynn Hassler, Ald. Al Kupsik, John Swansen, Mayor Jim Connors, and
iate was Dave Quickel.

Minutes of the Special April 20, 2611 Meeting:
The minutes were approved 5-0 on & motion by Hassler and second by Swanson.

Permits:

Skates read two additional dates requested by the Chamber of Commerce for use of Flat
Iron Park. They were June 26, 2011 and June 30, 2011, The dates were approved 5-0 on
a motion by Swanson and second by Hassler,

The PowWow at Dunn Field was requested for June 16" through June 19" at Dunn Field.
The request with usual considerations was approved 5-0 on a motion by Swanson and
second by Kupsik.

New Business:

Eagle Scout Project at Veterans Park-Scout Augie Fleer presented his Eagle Scout project
at Veterans Park which included work to the storage garage, posts at the Lion’s Den
building, and at Softball Field #5. Mr. Odden explained the request in more detail, After
much discussion regarding repairing and staining the garage building siding instead of
vinyl siding it and staining the Lion’s Den posts but painting the new base shoes white,
the request was approved 6-0 on a motion by Swanson and second by Hassler. A final
plan and schedule is to be brought back to the next Park Commission meeting as work
would not begin until after school lets out.




Beautification Committee Offer to Landscape the Terrace Behind Softball Field #5-
Winkler spoke on behalf of the Committee regarding the proposal funded 100% by the
non-profit organization. It was explained that Mr. Crothers of the Grand Geneva would
develop a plan for final approval. Alderman Mott said he would personally maintain the
‘landscaping, The donation was approved 6-0 on & motion by Swanson and second by
Kupsik with a plan to be submitted for final approval prior to the installation.

Sign Rehabilitation at Donian Park-Skates explained he, Winkler and Mrs. Clara Jacobs
met to look at the Badger High installed sign on Main Street. The problem was that the
plaques either side with names of donors on small plates need replacement. He also said
Jacobs had some donation funds to purchase new display boxes and that the small name
plates probably all need to be redone. It was moved by Quickel to approve the offer to
repair/replace the display boards with donated funds and ask Mr. Winkler to bring back
next month with what will be installed. The motion was seconded by Kupsik and
approved §-0,

Nomination for Secretary of the Comimission-Skates said that with the change in Council
that we need a secretary. There were no volunieérs and with two possible vacancies on
the Commission to be filled in the next month, it was moved by Skates to table this item
until next month. The motion was seconded by Hassler and approved 6-0.

Old Business:

Skate Park Presentation Candidate Discussion/Selection-There was much discussion
regarding the interviews of the three firms. Opinions were solicited by President Skates.
Quickel liked all presenters but was concerned for location and suggested the YMCA for
security reasons. He liked ASD. Swanson said he watched the presentation on TV and
liked the precast elements and was concemed with cast-in-place concrete. Kupsik wished
to keep the park in Dunn Field someplace and said we need to be concerned with how
deep to dig. He liked the concept of having. ASD -develep the plans and specifications
and having all builders bid the work. Swanson wished to see the road closed. Mayor
Connors wished to see the park closer to the parking lot or where the tennis courts
presently are. He thought ASD had the most innovative designs and to have them design
and have the others bid, Jordan said that if the YMCA was to be seriously considered
that the TIF may have to be amended. Mott said there used to be closed gates on the road
to the well houses and that the YMCA location would result in some unhappy neighbors.
Ryan Harris said the YMCA site would at least be secure. Skates said ASD impressed
him and he liked Mike Mclntyre’s presentation and approach to the park. He would like
to see 20% of the park built by the specialists and 80% using local concrete contractors.
Skates did not think the tennis court site was large enough and he looked all over the City
for something better than Dunn Field without success. Harris said the skateboarders liked
ASD. Quickel said ASD was not big on precast elemesits, Mayor Connors said it was his
impression that ASD can include precast elements if that is what we want, It was
discussed that ASD charges an 8% rate based-upon estimated construction costs. Quickel
said that with project plans that perhaps we could solicit donors.




Kupsik moved to select ASD or the ASD/Who Skates team for development of the
project design and bidding plans/specifications at an 8% design fee not-to-exceed
$30,000. The motion was seconded by Quickel and approved 6-0.

Dop Park-There wes discussion regarding a site for the dog park. Dunn Field and
locatians of the former golf course were discussed as was parking and access to the area.
Use of TIF funds for the improvements versus other park funds was further discussed. It
was moved by Hassler to recommend to the Council the use of the old Hillmoor Golf
Course 8" fairway for a dog park. The motion was seconded by Swanson and approved

6-0. The details of the project would be worked out once approval by the Council is
granted.

Park Assienments/Repair Undate:

Mayor Connors mentioned that the Donian Park Sign af Center Street appeared to have
been vandalized and the top needs to be repaired. Swanson complemented the Strest
Department for repairing the bike trail fence along the trail by Curtis Street but indicated
the silt fence along the trail needed to come out. Mott mentioned the bark chips at the

line of trees by Veterans Park get kicked around and wondered if we had any better
solution to the ongoing problem.

Adjourn:

The meeting was adjourned 6-0 at 8:33 PM on a motion by Swanson and second by
Hassler.

The City of Lake Geneva, in accordance with National Flood Insurance Program
regulation 65.7(b)(1), hereby gives notice of the City’s intent to revise the White River
floodway, generally located between the City’s wastewater treatment plant and the City’s
Corporate Limit just downstream the new Edwards Boulevard bridge. Specifically, the
floodway shall be revised from the Corporate Limit to a point approximately 700 feet
upstream. As a result of the floodway revision, the floodway shall widen with a
maximum widening of 15 feet at a point approximately 350 feet upstream of the
Corporate Limit and a maximum narrowing of 190 feet at a point approximately 610 feet
upstream of the Corporate Limit.

COLLECTIVE BARGAINING AGREEMENT

LAKE GENEVA FIREFIGHTER'S ASSOCIATION
AND
TTHE CiTY OF LAKE GENEVA

PREAMBLE

This Agreement is entered into by and between the CITY OF LAKE GENEVA,
WISCONSIN, hereinafter “City” and the LAKE GENEVA FIRE FIGHTER’S ASSOCIATION,
hereinafier “Association™.

ARTICLE 1. PURPOSE

Section 101 The purpose of this Agreement and the desire of both parties hereto are to protect
and-promote the interest of the general public to whom the parties provide service and to
maintain harmonious labor relations.

ARTICLE 2. RECOGNITION

Section 2,01 The City recognizes the Lake Geneva Firefighters Association as the sole and
exclusive collective bargaining agent en questions of wages, hours and conditions of
employment for all firefighters and Emergency Medical Technicians employed by the City of
Lake Geneva excluding supervisors and confidential, managerial and executive emplovees,
currently limited to the Fire Chief, Deputy Fire Chief and Assistant Fire Chief,

ARTICLE 3. MANAGEMENT RIGHTS

Section 3.01 The City possesses the right to operate the City and its Fire Department. The
Association recognizes the right of the City to establish reasonable work rules, policies,
procedures and other enactments, except such work rules, policies, procedures and other
enactments that are primarily related to wages, hours and/or conditions of employment.
Establishment of new, and/or modification of existing, work rules, policies, procedures and other
enactments that are primarily related to wages, hours and/or conditions of employment shall
require the approval of the Association. Except as modified by this Agreement, the work rules,
policies, procedures and other enactments, including but not limited to bylaws and standard
operating procedures, in effect as of October 10, 2001, that are primarily related to wages, hours
and/or conditions of employment, shall remain in effect uniess modified in accordance with the
terms of this Agreement,

Section 3,02 Work rules, policies, procedures and other enactments that are not primarily
related to wages, hours and/or conditions of employment shall be posted fourteen (14) days in
advance of their effective date.




Section 3.03 Bargaining unit members covered under this Agreement will adhere to work ruies,
policies, procedures and other enactments that have been adopted in accordance with this
Agreement.

Section 3.04 The City shall have discretion with regard to matters essential to the public health
or safety and, as to such matters, the notice requirements established under Section 3.02 shall not
apply.

Section 3.05 The City of Lake Geneva Fire department currently operates as a combination,
part-time, paid-on-call/paid-on-premise Fire Service and EMS entity of the City of Lake Geneva.
In the event the City chooses to change the above-mentioned operation of the Fire Department,
the City will notify the Association and both parties wilf agree to meet to negotiate revision(s) to
this Agreement in order to accommodate the change. Any such revisions shall be reduced to
writing, signed by both parties and made part of this Agreement.

ARTICLE 4. PARTICIPATION REQUIREMENTS

Section 4.01  The Fire Chief shall assign each bargaining unit member to one of the following
positions based upon the bargaining unit member’s certification and/or licensure: fire fighter;
Emergency Medical Technician (EMT); or fire fighter/EMT. The Fire Chief shall further
designate personnel as either paid-on-call, paid-on-premise or paid-on-call/paid-on-premise.
Bargaining unit members who exclusively occupy the "paid-on-premise” classification shall be
exempt from the requirements set forth in 4.02, 4.03, 4.04 and 4.05.

Section 4.02 Bargaining unit members who hold the position of Firefighter must attend at least
fifty percent (50%) of the Department’s regutarly scheduled monthly meetings, at least fifty
percent {50%) of the Department’s regularly scheduled two times per month fire service trainin g
drills and respond 1o at least twenty percent (20%) of the Department’s General Alarm or open
fire emergency calls. Bargaining unit members who hold the position of Emergency Medical
Technician (EMT) must attend at least fifty percent (50%) of the Department's regularly
scheduled monthly meetings, at least fifty percent (50%) of the Department’s regularly
scheduled monthiy emergency medical service training drills and respond to a emergency
medical service General Alarm or open call volume equivaient to at least twenty percent (20%)
of the Department’s fire emergency calls. Bargaining unit members who hold the position of
Firefighter/EMT must attend at least fifty percent (50%) of the Department's regularly scheduled
monthly meetings, at least fifty percent (50%) of the Department's regularly scheduled two times
per month fire service training drills, at least fifty percent (50%) of the Department’s regutarly
scheduled monthly emergency medical service training drills and respond to a emergency
medical service call volume equivalent to at least twenty percent (20%) of the Department’s
General Alarm or open fire emergency calls. Attendance at fire emergency calls will count
toward the EMT or Firefighter/EMT requirement to respond to an emergency medical service
call volume equivalent to at least twenty percent (20%) of the Department’s fire emergency calls.
The Fire Chief or his designee may require the bargaining unit member who is unablie to attend a
monthly meeting(s) to view a video or listen to an audio recording of the monthly meeting(s), for
which the bargaining unit member shaji receive attendance credit, provided however, that it is




understood that there is no obligation on the Fire Chief or his designee to create such a video or
audio recording,

Section 4.03 Provided they have the advance written approval of the Fire Chief, Deputy Fire
Chief or Assistant Fire Chief, bargaining unit members may fulfill the regularly scheduiled fire
service and/or emergency medical service training eligibility requirements and/or the regularly
scheduted monthly meeting eligibility requirements in Section 4.02, by substituting participation
in other fire service or emergency medical services training programs sponsored by other fire
departments, any technical college system, any Emergency Medical Services training program
approved by the State of Wisconsin Department of Health and Social Services, any training
program approved or sponsered by the Wisconsin Fire Chiefs Association or the International

~ Association of Fire Chiefs, any training program approved or sponsored by the National Fire
Academy, any fire service related training program sponsored by any federal law enforcement
agency, or any other training program reasonably related to the provision of fire or emergency
medical services. The approval of the Fire Chief, Deputy Fire Chief or Assistant Fire Chief will
not be unreasonably denied. Bargaining unit members shall be credited for their participation in
substitute training programs on an hour-for-hour basis. Bargaining unit members may carry over
up to sixteen (16) hours of such training each calendar year. In order to receive credit for
participation in such programs, bargaining unit members shall be required to produce evidence of
successful participation.

A bargzining unit member’s obligations to his/her primary empioyer and/or a bargaining unit
member’s child/family care obligations shall entitle the bargaining unit member to fulfill the
monthly meeting eligibility requirements in Section 4.02 through the substitution provisions of
Section 4.43,

Section 4.04 Eligibility requirements under Section 4.02 shall be measured from January 1st
through December 31st of each year. Each month the Fire Chief shail post a list reflecting each
bargaining unit member's participation in the department activities listed in Section 4.02,
including substitute-training programs referred to in Section 4.03.

Section 4.05 In the event a bargaining unit member fails to comply with the eligibility
requirements under Section 4.02 during the time period established under Section 4.04, the Fire
Chief or his designee shall, prior to January 15" notify the bargaining unit member of his or her
failure to comply. The Fire Chief or his designee, may concurrently inform the bargaining unit
member that he or she is under an obligation, within the six month period between January 1%
and June 30", to bring his or her attendance into compliance with the participation reguirements
of Section 4.02 for the entire eighteen month period, including the prior calendar year, and that
failure to do so may provide the basis for discipline, including discharge. (Example: If, inthe
previous calendar year, a firefighter failed to comply with the requirements established under
Section 4.02 because heishe attended a combination of 10, rather than 12, of the Department’s
twice per month fire service fraining or substitute training under Section 4.03, the Fire Chief
may require that fire fighter to fulfill the participation requirements of Section 4.02 for the entire
prior year and on a pro-rata basis between January I° and June 30", thus reguiring the
Jirefighter to make up the attendance requivement by artending a combination of & rather than 6,




of the Department's twice monthly training sessions or substitute training Sessions under 4.03
during the January I°' through June 30" period.)

(NOTE: The proviso that reads “for the entire eighteen month period, including the prior
calendar year,” shall not take effect until the January after the first full year of coverage under
the terms of this collective bargaining agreement. If, at the time of ratification or the issuance of
an interest arbitration award, & bargaining unit member is determined to have failed to cormnply
with the eligibility requirements under Section 4.02, during the time period established under
Section 4.04, for the calendar year preceding ratification or the issuance of an interest arbitration
award, the Fire Chief or his designee may inform that bargaining unit member that he or she is
under an “pro-rata” obligation to comply with the participation requirements of Section 4.02 for
the remaining months of the year after the date of ratification or the issuance of an interest
arbitration award, beginning the day after notification, and that failure to do so may previde the
basis for discipline, including discharge. Example. If there are four months remaining in the
calendar year 2003 after ratification or the issuance of an interest arbitration award, a fire
fighter who failed to meet the eligibility requirements in 2002 may be required to attend two
monthly meetings, four training drills and 20% of the fire calls for that four (4) month period,
subject to Section 4.03. Applying the proviso “for the entire eighteen month period, including
the prior calendar year,” in the January after the first full year of coverage is not intended to
prevent the Fire Chief from requiring a bargaining unit member who failed to meet the
attendance requirements in Section 4,02 in the calendar year preceding ratification or the
issuance of an interest arbitration award from fulfilling a pro rata portion of the participation
requirements as described in Section 4.05.)

ARTICLE 5. RESIDENCY

Section 5.01 Bargaining unit members shall reside within an area that includes the City of Lake
Geneva and an arca outside of the City not to exceed a maximum of fifteen (15) miles from any
limits of the City boundaries. New bargaining unit members shall have six {6) months to
establish such residency. (Bargaining unit members who exclusively occupy the "paid-on-
premise” classification shalf be exempt from this requirement)

Section 5.02 The residency requirements in Section 5.01 may be waived for individuals who are
employed within the residency area listed in Section 5.01 and are available for fire and or
medical service emergency calls during their work hours.

ARTICLE 6. BARGAINING UNIT MEMBER RESPONSIBILITY

Section 6.01 Bargaining unit members shall give faithful service to the City and shal} be sober,
drug free, courteous and industrious when reporting to and-while on duty.




Section 6.02 Bargaining unit members shall maintain all certification and licenses required to
hold their position. Physical fitness standards contained in Appendix B and C for the various
positions must be adhered to so that employees may perform their designated duties. Failure to
maintain said certification, licenses, and physical fitness standards for a particular position shall
subject the bargaining unit member to termination from that position for faiture to possess the
requisite qualifications for the position,

ARTICLE 7. PROBATIONARY PERIOD

Section 7.01 A new bargaining unit member who desires to be a Fire Fighter will be considerad
probationary for six months after certification as Fire Fighter I. A new bargaining unit member
who desires to be an EMT will be considered probationary for six months after licensure as EMT
Basic. If a bargaining unit member has passed prabation as a Fire Fighter and then desires to be
an EMT, such member will be considered a probationary EMT for six months after licensure as
EMT Basic. Failure to complete the EMT probationary period will not affect the bargaining unit
member’s status as a non-probationary fire fighter. 1f a bargaining unit member has passed
probation as an EMT, and then desires to be a Firefighter, such member will be considered a
probationary Fire Fighter for six months after certificaiion as Fire Fighter I. Failure to complete
the Fire Fighter probationary period will not affect the bargaining unit member’s status as a non-
probaticnary EMT. The Fire Chief may extend the probationary pericd(s) of a bargaining unit
member by an additional six months.

Section 7.62 During the probationary period referred to in Section 7.01, a bargaining unit
member may be terminated or otherwise disciplined without regard to cause or recourse to any
grievance or appeal procedure as it relates to the position or additional positions.sought.

ARTICLE 8. NO STRIKE

Section 8.81 It is understood between the City and the Association that the services performed
by the bargaining unit members covered by this Agreement are essential to the health, safety, and
weifare of the public. The Association will not authorize or promote any strike, stowdown, or
other interference with the operation of this service during the life of this Agreement. The City
will not lockout or subcontract the services provided by the Assaciation during the life of this
Agreement,

Section 8.02 Any bargaining unit member found tc have engaged in any strike, slowdown or
other job action that causes interference with the operations of the Lake Geneva Fire Department
may be subject to disciplinary action up to and inciuding discharge.



ARTICLE 9. ASSOCIATION ACTIVITIES

Section 9.01 There shall be no Association meetings or other Association business or activity by
any bargaining unit member while on paid-emergency duiy, during department meetings or
during department training. Association meetings may be held at the Fire Station provided the
Fire Chief, Deputy Fire Chief or Assistant Fire Chief has given prior approval. This approval
will be granted if the meeting does not interfere with the business of the Fire Department or other
scheduled events. Nothing in this Article shall be deemed to prevent bargaining unit members
from discussing Association matters while on non-emergency business or paid stand by duty at
the Fire Station{s), unless such discussion interferes with the business of the Fire Department.

Section 9.02 The Association shall provide written notification to the City within fourteen (14)
days following appointment, election or selection of the names of Association representatives or
officials.

Section 9.03 The City shail provide space for a bulletin board (minimum size of 36” by 36”) in
each fire station for Association notices. In Station One (730 Marshall Street), the bufletin hoard
will be in the Communication Room, in Station Two (1003 Host Drive), it will be next to the
telephone desk, The Association is also 10 have access to mail slots in Fire Station One for
distribution of Association notices. The use of Depariment e-mail, for associaticn
communication shall be permitted.

ARTICLE 10. ASSOCTATION SECURITY shall become effective on the first day of the
month following settlement or issuance of an interest arbitration award.

Section 10.81 Membership in the Association is not compulsory. Bargaining unit members have
the right 1o join, not join, maintain or drop their membership in the Association as they see fit.

Section 10.02 Dues Deduction. The City agrees to deduct monthly dues from the pay of
bargaining unit members who individually sign voluntary check off authorization forms supplied
by the Association, which shall include the following statement:

"I, the undersigned, hereby authorize the City to deduct Association dues from my wages
each and every month and direct that such amount so deducted be sent o the Treasurer of
the Assoctation for and on my behalf. The authorization shall be irrevocabie and shal
automatically renew itself for successive years unless I give thirty (30) days written

~ notice to the City and the Association of my desire to revoke the dues deduction at the
end of such thirty (30) day period or at the end of such year.”

The City agrees to deduct the appropriate amount from the first paycheck of each month of each
employee requesting such deduction following receipt of the above-enumerated statement.



Section 10.03 Fair Skare Payment The City and the Association hereby enter into a Fair Share
Agreement pursuatt to the provisions of Section 111.70(1) (fy Wis. Stats., requiring all of the
individuals in the collective bargaining unit who have not authorized voluntary dues deduction
under Article 10.02 to pay their proportionate share of the cost of the collective bargaining
process and contract administration measured by the amount of dues uniformly required of all
members. New bargaining unit members shall become subject to the requirements of this
provision at the time of hiring.

Section 16.64 The City shall deduct the dues amount or fair share payment as certified by the
Association from the first paycheck of ¢ach month from the earning of bargaining unit members
and shall remit the amount so deducted to the Association prior to the 20 day of the month in
which said deductions were made, along with a list that identifies each bargaining unit member
and the amount deducted from his or her paycheck. The Treasurer of the Association shall
certify any changes in the dues amount or the fair share payment to the City at least thirty {30)
days prior to the effective date of such change,

Section 10,05 In the event that a bargaining unit member’s paycheck used for the deduction
provided under this Article, after mandaied State and Federal deductions have been taken out, is
not equal to the dues amount or fair share payment, the City shali deduct whatever amount is
available from the bargaining unit member’s paycheck and shall apply that amount toward the
bargaining unit member’s dues amount or fair share payment. The City will not be held
responsible for that particular ful} or remaining part of the dues amount or fair share payment.

Section 16.06 The City will notify the Association of the name, address and telephone number
of each new bargaining unit member appoinied by the City,

Sectior 10.07 The Association agrees te indemnify and hold harmiess the City from all claims,
demands, suits or other forms of liability that may arise out of any action taken by the City for
the purpose of honoring the provisions of this Article.

ARTICLE 11. EDUCATION AND TRAINING

Section 11.01 The City shall pay the tuition costs and the cost of all required course materials of
fire service and emergency medical services training required by the City, its Fire Department,
its Police and Fire Commission, the State of Wisconsin or other training approved by the Fire
Chief or his designee. This includes costs associated with the certification and licensure
requirements established above.



ARTICLE 12. LEAVE OF ABRSENCE

Section 12,03 As part of and included within any leave rights available under State and/or
fiederal law, bargaining unit members shall be entitled to a leave of absence for up to twelve (12)
months for reasans of health, education, military leave, child and family health care PUPOsES,
pregnancy and/or child birth and other reasons mutually agreed to between the City and the
Assoctation. Bargaining unit members shall not draw wages or retirement benefits during said
leave of absence but shall continue to accrue senjority. A bargaining unit member returning from
a Jeave of absence hereunder shall assume the same position he/she held at the time immediately
prior to departing on the leave of absence, if such position still exists.

Section 12.02 In the event a bargaining unit member is placed on medical leave as a result of an
injury or iliness associated with the performance of histher duties on behalf of the Lake Geneva
Fire Department, the City will not cancel the insurance coverage provided the bargaining unit
member under the terms of this Agreement.

ARTICLE 13. PROTECTIVE EQUIPMENT, UNIFORMS & PERSONAL PROPERTY

~ Section 13.01 The City shall provide bargaining unit members with one full dress uniform,

protective clothing and protective equipment. In addition, the City shall, upon receipt of bills,
reimburse bargaining unit members up to a total of $300.00 annuaily for uniforms and/or -
replacement cost of clothing and/or personal effects damaged in the course of performing duties
on behalf of the Lake Geneva Fire Department, including mutual aid. Bargaining unit members
are required to return to the City protective clothing and protective equipment purchased by the
City upon severance of the bargaining unit member’s employment with the City of Lake Geneva
Fire Department.

In the event the personal vehicle of a bargaining urit member is damaged when the bargaining
unit member is using said vehicle in route to, during, or on return from any official duty on
behalf of the Lake Geneva Fire Department, the City shall provide coverage designed to
reimburse the bargaining unit member for his/her insurance deductible up to $1,000.00.
Bargaining unit members shall provide the City with proof of automobile liability insurance for
vehicles used while on duty, Rargaining unit members wha do not possess a valid motor vehicle
operator’s license are precluded from operating any motor vehicles in connection with the
provision of services on behalf of the Lake Geneva Fire Department, including the operation of
privaie automobiles in route to, during or on return from any official duty on behalf of the Lake
Geneva Fire Department. The City may require proof that bargaining unit members who operate
motor vehicles in connection with any official duty on behalf of the Lake Geneva Fire
Department are in possession of a valid motor vehicle operator’s license and motor vehicle
insurance.

ARTICLE 14. REMUNERATION

Section 14.01 Remuneration shall be paid as listed on Appendix ‘A" attached hereto and made a
part herecf. Remuneration by the City to the bargaining unit members shall be by direct deposit.
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ARTICLE 15, INSURANCE

‘Section 15.01 The City shall provide bargaining unit members with the accidental death &
disability insurance as provided in the attached Policy No. VFP 2330-4968C-02 attached hereto
as Exhibit 1{effective on the first of the month following ratification of this Agreement or
issuance of an inferest arbitration award, increase the policy limits to those indicated in Exhibit
2, attached hereto), or a policy offering substantially equivalent benefits, provided that the limits
of said policy remain equal to or greater than that provided herein. Effective on ratification, the
msurance provided to bargaining unit members shall include the career member endorsement,

ARTICLE 16. MEAL ALLOWANCE & MILEAGE

Section 16.01 The City shall reimbirrse a bargaining unit member for all necessary expenses for
meals, lodging and transportation when the bargaining unit member is atiending training or
assigned duties outside of the City of Lake Geneva with the prior written authorization of the
City. Lodging, meals and transportation shall be reimbursed at actual cost, except that in the
event a bargaining unit member uses his/her private vehicle in lieu of a city vehicle to attend
training or assigned duties outside of the City, the bargaining unit member will be reimbursed at
the rate per mile specified by the JRS. Reimbursement for meals shall not exceed thirty five
{$35) dollars per.day. : - :

ARTICLE 17. GRIEVANCE PROCEDURE

Section 17.01 The grievance procedare pravided for in this Article shall apply oaly o grievances involving the
interpretation or application of this Agreement and/or the work rules, policies, procedures and other enactments,
including bylaws and siandard-opérating procedures incorporated herein that are primarity related to wages, hours
and/or conditions of emptoyment. Time limits set forth herein shall be exclusive of Saturdays, Sundays and
holidays. Time limits may be extended by mutual Agreement of the parties,

Section 17.02 Grievances shall be processed in the following manner:

STEP 1! The bargaining unit member and/or the Association representative shall
file a written grievance with the Fire Chief, or in his or her absence, the Deputy Fire Chief or
Assistant Fire Chief, within fourteen {14} davs of their knowledge of the cccurrence of the event
causing the grievance, The Fire Chief, or in his or her absence, the Deputy Fire Chief or
Assistant Fire Chief, shall attempt to make a mutually satisfactory adjustment and, in any event,
shall be required to give a written answer to the bargaining unit member and the Association
representative within fourteen (14) days of receipt of the written grievance, The written
grievance shall specify the alleged violation, a concise statement of the facts giving rise to the
grievance, including dates of events and remedy requested




STEP 2: The grievance shall be considered settied in Step 1, above, unless, within
fourteen (14) days from the date of the answer of the Fire Chief, or in his or her absence, the
Deputy Fire Chief or Assistant Fire Chief, the grievance is appealed in writing to the City Clerk
who will forward it to the appropriate committee of the Employer. The grievance will be
considered automatically appealed to the second step on the due date of the answer if the Fire
Chief, Deputy Fire Chiel or Assistant Fire Chief fail io give an angwer within the time limit
established under Step 1, above, provided however, that the grievance must still be submitted in
writing to the City Clerk_within twenty-eight (28) days of the due date of the answer of the Fire
Chief, Deputy Fire Chief or Assistant Fire Chief. Within thirty (30) days of receipt of the
grievance, the appropriate committes of the Employer will hold a hearing with the aggrieved
bargaining unit member and/or the Association before making its determination and shall submit
its written decision to the aggrieved bargaining unit member and the Association within twenty
(26) days of the hearing,

STEP 3: The grievance shall be considered settled in Step 2 above, uniess within twenty
(20) days from the Employer’s answer, or last date due, the Association informs the City Clerk,
in writing, of its decision fo appeal the matter to grievance arbifration by the Wisconsin
Employment Relations Commission (WERC).

Within fourteen (14) days after the Association provides the City Clerk notice of its
appeal to grievance arbitration, the City and the Association shail agree upon a WERC staff
member 1o act as the arbitrator according to the following selection procedure: The parties shall
concurrently exchange the names of three (3) WERC staff members. If a single name matches
that person shall be the agreed upon staff member. If there are no matches, one of the names will
be drawn by iot and discarded from further consideration for that grievance. Thereafter, the
parties will alternatively strike, the order to be determined by coin toss, from the list of
remaining names until one person remains. The remaining person shall be the agreed upen staff
member. After the parties have agreed upon a staff member, his/her name shall be submitted to
the WERC for appointment as the arbitrator.

In the 2vent two or more names match, all maiching nazﬁes shall be submitted to the
"WERC and the WERC shall be asked to appoint a staff member as arbitrator from the [ist of
maiching names.

The appointed Arbitrator shail hold a hearing with the parties at a mutually agreeable date, time
and place to review evidence, hear testimony and consider the arguments of the parties related to
the grievance. Post hearing written arguments may also be submitied by the parties. Upon
completion of the hearing and argument the Arbitrator shall render a decision to both parties.
The decision of the Arbitrator will be binding on the parties and will be limited exclusively to the
terms of this Agreement and/or the work rules, policies, procedures and other enactments,
including bylaws and standard operating procedures incorporated herein that are primarily
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related to wages, hours and conditions of employment. The Arbitrator shall not add to, subtract
from, modify this Agreement or establish a new wage rate,

Section 17.63 The cost of arbitration wili be shared equally by the City and Association, except
that each party shall be responsible for the cost of its own attorney fees and expenses.

ARTICLE 18, DISCIPLINE, SUSPENSION & DISCHARGE

Section 18.01 Subject to applicable Fire Department rules and regulations, any employee may,
for just cause be disciplined. Suspensions and dismissals, and demotions shall be subject to
Sections 62.13 or, at the Employee’s option, alternatively processed under the grievance
procedures ir: this contract consistent with Section 111.70{4)(mc) Wis. Stats. Ail other
disciplinary actions shall proceed under the grievance procedures in'this contract.

Any employee may be discipiined, suspended, demoted or dismissed by the Chief. Any
employee who is suspended, demoted or disciplined shall be given written notice of the reasons
for such action. A copy of such notice shall be made part of the employet’s personnel record.
Any such action taken by the employer during an employee’s probationary period shalf not be
subject to the grievance procedure,

1.) Suspension: Suspension is defined as a temporary removal with or without pay of an
employee from his designated position.

2.} Demotion: Demotion is defined as the movement of any employee to a position having a
lower pay range.

3.} Dismissal: Dismissal is defined as the permanent termination of the employment of the
employee. :

ARTICLE 1%. LENGTE OF SERVICE AND RETIREMENT PROGRAM

Section 19.01 The City acknowledges that all bargaining unit members are eligible to
participate in and are entitled to all benefits of the Wisconsin Retirement System, the City will
pay the empiovee and City’s share of the state-mandated Wisconsin Retirement System
contribution refated to their earnings as employees of the City of Lake Geneva Fire Department.

These benefits shall be retroactive to the date of the eligible bargaining unit member’s date of

eligibility, but not earlier than January 1, 1994.

Section 19.02 In the event bargaining unit members are not eligible to participate in the
Wisconsin Retirement System and have completed one vear of emplovment, the City shall adopt
a length of service award program that provides benefits equivalent to the benefits bargaining
unit members would receive under the Wisconsin Retirement System, currently a 401z)
program, including retroactive contributions to the date of hire.

ARTICLE 20. SEVERABILITY

Section 20.01 If any section of this Agreement should be held invalid by operation of Jaw or by
any court of competent jurisdiction, the remainder of this Agreement shall not be affected
thereby. The parties shall subsequently meet to renegotiate such invalid provisions.

ARTICLE 21. CONDITIONS OF AGREEMENT

Section 21,01 This Agreement may not be amended except by mutual consent of the parties in
- writing.

Section 21.02 No verbal Agreement shall supersede any written provisions of this Agreement.

ARTICLE 22. COPIES OF CONTRACT

Section 22.01 Within thirty (30) days after execution of this Agreement by both parties, the City
will provide each bargaining unit member with a copy of the fully executed collective bargaining
agreement at the City's expense.

ARTICLE 23. DURATION

Section 23.01 Except as otherwise specifically provided herein, this Agreement shall become
retroactively effective to January 1, 2010, at the date of signing by both parties, and shall remain
in {ull force and effect up to and including December 31, 2010. In the event either party desires
to negotiate a successor Agreement, notice shall be given to the other at least ninety (90) days
prior to such termination date,

Other assigned or authorized duties and/or duties performed by fire department support staff
shall be paid at the hourly on call pay rates set forth in paragraph 2, above, for time worked as
authorized by the Fire Chief or his/her designee, Payment shall be for a minimum of one (1% full
hour from the time of dispatch and thereafter rounded up to the next nearest fifteen (15) minute
increments.

4, PAY SCHEDULE

Bargaining unit members shall be paid minimally on 2 monthiy basis.

2. Ciimb or maneuver through a 3’ X 3’ window located 3 above the ground.

3. Climb a 16” fadder carrying a relled 30’ fength of 1 % line to the fop and return to
the ground.

4. Drag a charged 1 %" Hine 75’ placing the nozzie in the designated arca.

5. Drag another person or object {not to exceed 150 1bs.} backwards for a distance of
75 :

These obstacles shall be located in the middie of a 10§ yard course. After completing all the
obstacles the person being tested will complete the remaining 100 yards to complete the test and
stop the timer.

Non-firefighting or limited duty personnel will be required to walk the course without furnout
geear and without being required to lift, drag, pull or &limb anything,

The course shall be tested ence a year with date and time to be set by the Chief Officers of the
department. Failure to perform within the time allowed will require limited duty status until such
time as personnel pass Physical Agility Test. Retest to be set by the Chief Officers of the
department with said retest to be performed not earlier than thirty {30) days and no later than
sixty (60) afler the initial test.
